Milk Quickly —When I milk in seven 

minutes n cow giving nine quarts at one 
milking, she never varies. When I 
change cows, lest in my absence the cow 
might resent I he presence of a stranger, 
ami the man takes 15 minutes to milk 
her, ihe cow gives a quart or two less. 
The same happened when because of » 
badly bruised thumb I milked the cow 
more slowly than usual. A cow with 
short fonts is milked by using the bent 
thumb and the first two fingers, and is 
thus milked as quickly as another cow 
with the whole hand. When another 
milker strips the cow with the forefinger 
the mi k always falls off. If, as is most 
probable, a g rod deal of milk is secreted 
during the milking, the quicker milking 
sln'uld get the most milk, and the quan­
tity should keep regularly up to the 
standard yield so long as the same quick 
method w practised."

Toixtsofa Good Cow—A groat deal 
has been said and written in regard to 
the appearance of good milk rows, ami a 
multitude of irrelevant and nonsena cal 
signs have been laid before the public 
which have tended rather to confuse and 
mislead than to guide and enlighten the 
inexperienced. A sign which has no 
connection with the thing it claims to 
signify is always worse than useless, ami 
it is just as likely to leal wrong as right, 
ami detracts fr*i more intelligent judi­
cations. What imporant connection is 
•here between «.large flow of milk and a 
‘•Unman nose,-’ or a ‘'hollow hea I," a 
long head or -i short one, a crumpled 
hrrn or a straight one, or o .e that taper* 
evenly, or unevenly, or a slim tail, «ma 
peculiar)'shaped ear or dew-lap? Yet 
these, ami n score of other signs equally 
irrelevant lire ever and anon circulât 
ing through the press to guide, or rather 
mislead, the iin xperiencod purchaser.

Don’t keep over many hen», unless it 
he a few » xira good breeders, as they are 
not hkeiy to lay enough during the 
winter months to pay for their keep. 
Sell them off ut some price.

As the days shorten and “fall work" 
crowd.», the lantern must needs be taken 
to the barn nights and mornings. Be 
sure to have a safe place to hong it, even 
if a large iinurai.ee is paid up in advance.

Don't let your chickens go into winter 
quarters with scaly legs. Treat them to 
a couple ol applications of sulphur and 
lard, and coal; oil the toosts frequently. 
Scaly legs are not only unsightly, but 
fowls cannot do the work they ought to- 
thus cncuuibcrtd.

Sunflowers are used in Wyoming terri- 
tojy for fuel. The stalks when dry are 
as hard as maple wood and make a hot 
ti e, and the seed heads with the seeds in 
are said to burn better than the best 
hard coal. An acre of sun flowers will 
furnish luel fur one stove for a year,

O.rions can be kept through the winter 
easily, though there is much trouble m it 
if not kept right. The requirements are 
ripe onions, sound when put away, and a 
cool, diy place. There is a large per­
centage of water iu them, and if put in 
large heaps they will sweat and spaout.

Placing * Premium on Marriages.

An ingenious scheme for increasing 
railway travel has been devised by MrC 
T Lewis, agent of the Canadian Pacific 
railway at Indian Head, Northwest Ter­
ritory.
