Provincial Political Situation •

A large and select audience as­
sembled in the Opera House on 
Monday evening last, the occasion 
of the Bum’s anniversary concert. 
The following programme was 
well carried out :

The Liberal -Conservative con 
ference to be held in this city on 
Wednesday, February 10th. will 
l»e of the greatest importance to 
our party, soon to meet at the 
polls a Government that has, by 
its recklessness and disregard for 
the people’s rights, forfeited pub­
lic confidence. In order that the 
Opposition may be at no disadvap 
tage when the appeal is made to 
the high court of public opinion, 
the electorate, it is necessary, as 
we have already pointed out, that 
the most thorough, organization 
should exist in its ranks. It is 
also necessary, we think, that 
platform of public policy1 be 
unanimously agreed upon. These 
are matters that will, no doubt, 
receive serious and earnest con- 

- sidération at the conference al­
ready referred to. Having set 
the wheels of organization in mo­
tion, and having brought this or­
ganization to as great a degree of 
perfection as possible, the next 
step for the electors of each dis­
trict is, in our opinion, the choice 
of candidates. As great care 
should be exercised, and as much 
pains should be taken in this par 
ticular, as in perfecting organiza­
tion and formulating a policy. 
The people have to pay the taxes, 
the people’s votes elect the re­
presentatives ; consequently the 
people, through their organiza­
tion should select the candidates 
who are to be the exponents of 
their views before the public, and 
who should advocate their rights 
and promote their interests in the 
Legislature. There should be no 
hole and corner meetings for the 
purpose of choosing candidates 
there should be no packed con 
vendons ; no one man in a dis 
trict should arrogate to himself 
the right of determining who 
shall or shall nowie the candidates 
for that district No one should 
bs chosen as a candidate, for the 
reason that he might be the 
means of assisting some one else 
to be elected, rather than for any 
special fitness of his own for the 
position of representative. Every 
candidate should be chosen on 
his own merits ; should be chosen 
because he is believed to possess 
such qualities as will make him 
a good representative of the views 
of the electorate, an intelligent 
exponent of the political princi 
pies of his party and an able ad 
vocate of the public rights of his 
constituents. No one should en­
deavor to create prejudice against 
another, in this connecWoj 
-or..,» nf hia-plap»- e£ residence, 
or other matters of like minor 
importance. Selfishness and pet­
ty jealousies, which tend to create 
friction and suspicion wherever 
found, and which demonstrate in 
their possessor the instincts of the 
parish politician, rather than 
those of the statesman, should, 
once for all, be frowned down. 
This is plain language ; but these 
statements are made for 
the general good, and we 
trust that should any of our 
readers discover such weaknesses 
as we have pointed out, they will 
act upon the advice we have ven­
tured to suggest and see that 
such obstacles to the success of 
our party are trampled under 
foot. As we have already, more 
than once, stated the contest at 
the polls, when it does come, will 
be a bitter one. Our political 
enemies are most unscrupulous 
and may be depended upon to ex­
ert every influence, to have re­
course to every device possible 
for political ingenuity to conceive, 
to retain power, and to regain 
that public confidence which they 
very well know, they have for 
feited by their mismanagement of 
Provincial affairs. Having to 
face the people with a record 
of taxation, debt and deficits ; with 
the Province on the brink of fi­
nancial ruin, and dreading the 
withering exposures that must in­
evitably follow their relinquish­
ment of office, th.ey will fight with 
any energy begotten of despera- 

• tion, and will stop at nothing in 
order to gain their end. They 
will, no doubt, hypothecate what­
ever of the Provincial resources 
are not already pledged, to pro­
cure the meaps of debautchmg 
the electorate ; and their emissar­
ies, like a scourge, will overrun 
the Province, employing the most 
contemptible tactics to deceive 
the people.

Imperial Parliament.
According to the reports from 

Ottawa, an expedition is to ba 
sent to Hudson Bay to find out 
three things — first the date of 
the opening of navigation there, 
second, the date of the closing of 
navigation ; and, third, the fishery 
resources. It seems extraordin­
ary that an expedition should 
be fitted out to get this informa­
tion, when it is only necessary 
to turn to the sessional papers of 
1887,*No. 15 of Vol. 14, to read it 
all. The opening of navigation 
is from Jçly 1 to July 10 ; the 
close is in the first week of Octo­
ber. The fish include the ,whale 
—the right whale, the white 
whale, the uni or narwhal ; the 
purpoise ; seals—the great seal, 
the harp seal, and the rough seal ; 
salmon and trout If the Gov­
ernment would like to know what 
birds and insects there are there 
the Mail and Empire can give a 
list ; also the quantity of whale 
oil exported from 1846 to date, 
together with the temperature 
daily at all reasonable points dur­
ing the past fifty years. A curi­
ous circumstance about the expe­
dition is the fact that the Impe­
rial Government has been asked 
to join in it, and has declined on 
the ground that it does not be­
lieve the route feasible, in which 
opinion Mr. Dobell, a member of 
the Ottawa Government, has 
joined, Mr, Dobell does not 
think the expedition is any use, 
but is spending the money of the 
people upon it It ought to be 
added that a couple of bye-elec­
tions are about to take place in 
Manitoba, and that the Govern­
ment wants to convey the impres­
sion in the Wsst that it is pre 
paring to build a Hudson Bay 
railway. The Government organ 
in Winnipeg has just declared 
against a fast Atlantic service ojk 
the ground that the Hudson Bay 
railway is more necessary.—Mail 
and Empire.

The benches of the House of Com 
mons, were, on the 19th, crowded with 
members and the galleries were packed 
with privileged spectators. Rt Hon, 
Arthur J. Balfour, first lord of the 
treasury, Rt. Hon. Joseph Chamberlain 
secretary of state for the colonies, Sir 
William Harcourt, leader of the opposi­
tion in the house, were greeted with 
prolonged cheers as they entered tin* 
chamber. After the Queen’s speech 
was read by the speaker. Viscount Folk 
stone, member of south division of 
Wiltshire, moved the address in reply 
to the speech from the throne. In the 
course of his remarks he referred to the 
approaching completion of the 60th 
year of the reign of Her Majesty Qneen 
Victoria, and expressed the hope that 
an event bo unique in the annals of the 
country would be befittingly celebrated, 
Sir Wm. Harcourt said, the most im 
portant, as well as the most satisfactory 
statement contained in the Queen’s 
speech was the reference to the rela 
lions between Great Britain and the 
United States. He heartily congratu 
lated the country upon the conclusion 
of the differences regarding Venezuela, 
and gave unstinted praise for the gen 
era! arbitration treety recently signed 
by the British ambassador at Washing­
ton and the American Secretary 
State. Sir William's remarks were re 
ceived with cheers. In the House of 
Lords the earl of Kimberly, previously 
chosen leader of the liberals in the 
lords in place of Lord Rosebery, 
signed, said be deeply regretted that 
Lord Rosebery was no longer leader of 
the liberal party. Speaking on other 
matters he congratulated Lord Salisbury 
upon the success of his negotiations 
with the United States. In regard to 
Turkey, he said he felt impelled to ask 
if the treaty of Berlin was dead. Prime 
Minister Salisbury said he regretted 
Lord Rosebery’s retirement from leader­
ship of the liberal party for the moment 
He paid a high tribute to Lord Rose 
bery’s patriotic policy as shown in his 
speech upon the occasion of his retire 
ment, and defended the consistent pol 
icy of the conservatives. The govern­
ment, he declared, had not initiated the 
anti-Russian policy of 1878. It was the 
Crimean war that initiated it. The 
powers were now generally agreed that 
jf reforms were not granted in Armenia,

bulwark for such minister. It would be 
impossible to say he had trifled with 
the honour of his country if he said he 
bad submitted the matter to the de­
cision of an impartial tribunal. Lord 
Salisbury pictured the nations groaning 
under excessive armauenta and de­
clared the government be ieved that the 
measure they had taken was valuable 
in that it would lend to the gradual dis 
appearance of vast armanenta before 
the growth of a tendency to substitute 
judicial decisions for the arbitrament 
of war. This would be something to 
look back npon. In conclusion Lord 
Salisbury said : “ I hope the effort, 
small as it is, will be successful, that 
others more extensive and more suc­
cessful will be made.” The prime min 
iater was heartily cheered when he 
finished his speech. Lord Castletown 
(liberal) gave notice that he would raise 
the question of the financial relations 
between Great Britain "and Ireland. 
The address in reply to the Queen’s 
speech was adopted, and the house ad 
jonmed. In the Commons, Sir William 
Harcourt said that there could not be a 
better celebration of the 60th year of 
Her Majesty’s reign than that her gov­
ernment should be among the first of 
the nations to set the example of set­
tling differences by arbitration. He de­
nounced the Nile campaign and asked 
the government to justify its Egyptien 
policy. In regard to Armenia be was 
glad to tear the government had aban 
doned its hostility to Russia in the mat­
ter. Right Hon. Arthur t Balfonr 
first lord of the treasury and govern­
ment leader in the house, made a speech 
in which he spoke of the Anglo-Ameri 
can treaty in terms similar to those em- 
nlnyed by Prime Minister Salisbury in 
the-House of Lords. Hie references to 
to the subject was greeted with cheers. 
Mr. Balfour Intimated that the govern 
ment would at a future date deal with 
the question of financial relations be 
tween Great Britain and Ireland. In 
the meantime, he felt it was necessary 
to say, that there were large matters 
which the former commission bad been 
bound to investigate, bat which it had 
refused to do- The government would, 
therefore, tike measures to effect such 
investigation, and would shortly an­
nounce the terms npon which an In­
vestigating body would be appointed 
He intimated that the government 
would Boon afford a chance for the house 
to debate the subject after the debate 
on the address in reply to the Queen’s 
speech bad been finished and before the 
budget should be taken up.

fog of $11.60 per ton to the farmers. It 
Was^hia opinion that if farmers would co­
operate tne government would assist in es­
tablishing a pork packing factory on the 
Island. The doctor spoke of the benefit 
of manure in farming, of growing the su­
gar beet which was so productive that Its 
cultivation might supply a large portion 
of the sugar used in Canada, 
son spoke principally on the 
industry, urging farmers to gain 
maintain a first class reputation for their 
butter and cheese, pointing ont the loss 
sustained to Island farmers when the re­
putation of their oats was lost in the old 
country, by placing a bad article on the 
market. This mistake should not be re­
peated in our dairy output. Mr. Under­
buy pointed ont that the ancient method 
of farming and the modern idea of living 
could not go hand in hand. New methods 
tnust be adopted. He praised Prof. Rob­
ertson for his efforts in introducing cheese 
and butter making in this Province, and 
reviewed the advances and results of that 
industry. Mr. Underhay wasnot in fa­
vor of that part of the Cheese-makers’ 
Union, lately established, which fixed 
their salary at a certain sum. Merit'must 
always command the higher salary, and 
it was not to be expected that farmers 
would pay any more than they considered 
just and reasonable. Cheese makers, he 
thought, were not superior to other me. 
chanica who had served longer time, and 
therefore wages should be guaged accord­
ingly. Mr. Carruthers considered the 
eastern section of the Island well advanced 
in the dairy industry, and was pleased at 
the large representation present from that 
part. Neatly and practically he spoke of 
the boys on the farm and the proper way 
to encourage them in agricultural pur­
suits. Give them responsibilities and 
make them feel that their help and judg­
ment are appreciated. Mr. Angus Mc­
Donald, a well-informed farmer, thought 
as the ground had been well covered, he 
would not take up the time of the meeting 
beyond heartily endorsing the remarks of 
the previous speakers. Mr. R. Mnnn 
was the next to address the meeting and 
was listened to with keen attention. He 
thought this large gathering evidenced 
deep interest in the dairying movement. 
He believed the proper way of receiving 
milk at all the factories was by the Bab­
cock test. Results were better and more 
satisfactory. It was also more profitable 
(labor included) to send mil^ to the fact 
tory' than to manufacture it at home. A 
silo was also ef great benefit to the farmer. 
He also spoke of what he considered the 
best mo<|e of feeding, advising the use of 
carrots and mangels instead of turnips. 
Mr. Theo. Robertson dealt mostly with 
fertilizers, also speaking on pork packing 
and dairying. He advocated more care in 
the feeding of the cow. Mr. D. A. Stew­
art differed from some of the former 
speakers in regard to labor unions and ex­
pressed himself as being in favor of such. 
He believed in encouraging the boys to 
remain at home and thought a good way 
to do this was to urge them to plant fruit 
and ornamental trees. At this stage of 
the proceedings recess was taken and all 
present were refreshed with a most tempt­
ing luncheon furnished by the hospitable 
people of Miltqn. When the meeting 
re-assembled there was a brief talk 
respecting the revision of the tariff and 
it was decided to leave the ques­
tion to the branch Associations. Mr. 
0. A. Stevenson was the first speaker 
after recess and his remarks were mostly 
on the tariff and how it affected the farm­
er. Mr. Jas. Shaw, of Milton branch, 
showed the great advantage ’ farmers en­
joyed through branch Association, giving 
practical illustrations in the way of impoct-
