staff without examination, are by 
the Civil Service Act transferred to 
the inside regular classified service. 
Thus they not only escape the com 
petitive examination whioh tbe new 
act makes necessary, but have also 
got dear of the qualifying exaqpo 
ation whioh was Required under the 
old law.
