There is another
loan of $12,000,000 at three and
two-thirds' per cent. All these
loans oo0st large sums for come
missions and  brokerage. ' Deposi=
lors in the government savinge
banks would get $600,000 s year
more if they were treated as well as
money lenders abroad.

A REASONABLE SUGGESTION.

Postage on drop letters was for-
merly one cent exoept where the
letters were delivered by ocarriers,
when it was two oents. Laat'year
the Post Office 'Department made
the rate one ocent for drop letters
