afternoon. He with some other boys 
were pity on the logs in the water, when, 
without Being seen by any of the others, 
it is supposed he slipped in. Some of 
the boys who had been playing with him 
saw his hat floating on the water, and as 
he could nut be found it was surmised 
that he must be drowned. Search was 
immediately made for the body, which 
was discovered close by. It it supposed 
he was in the water fully half an hour. 
When found life was extinct, although 
every effort was made at resurcitation. 
Much sympathy is felt for the bereaved 
parents.

Another Seaforthite is distinguish­
ing himself abroad. Since his 
arrival at Wimbledon, Staft Sergeant 
Alex Watson, of the 33rd battalion, has 
been doing excellent work as a marksman 
and seems destined to do his share of 
keeping up the credit of the Canadian 
team. He has won several valuable 
prizes. On Tuesday, in the competition 
for the London Corporation prize for 
Indian and Canadian volunteers, he 
stood at the head of the list with a score 
of 320, winning the prize of 30 guineas 
and a cup. The second score was 315, 
and the lowest 284. In the aggregate to 
which the Canadian Challenge Trophy is 
attached, Sergeant Wilson also won £’6 
with his score of 320. We expect more 
triumphs for him yet. Private Fulton, 
•f Middlesex, won the Queen’s prize with 
a score of 280.

We note with pleasure that Mr James 
F Roberts, of Seaforth, has passed a most 
successful and creditable examination at 
the College of Pharmacy, Toronto. He 
was awarded the college gold medal fur 
general proficiency in all branches and 
stood at the head of the list of graduates. 
This is particularly creditable in view of 
the fact that the examination was a par­
ticularly severe one, only 16 per cent of 
the students passing, whereas in former 
examinaiom about 37 per cent were sue 
cessful. oh this occasion 28 were sue 
ceaaful and to stand at the head of sneha 
class is an honor of which Mr Roberta 
m»y be justly proud.

From the Cincinnati Commercial Gazette.
The Centennial Commissioners extend­

ed an invitation to the Government of 
the Province of Ontario to take part in 
our Exposition. The invitation was ac­
cepted,and the result is now to be seen in 
the park building, where are shown over 
ten tens of the various minerals of On 
tario, representing over four huudred 
distinct entries and over two thousand 
specimens. The exhibit is interesting 
and instructive. An idea is given of the 
mineral wealth of a country that Ameri­
cans have not considered particularly 
rich in that respect, and because the 
minerals and ores are exhibited in their 
natur il condition.

There is a magnificent collection of 
iron ore, hematite, magnetite, and 
pyrites. Over forty mines are represented 
This section should be of great interest 
to our manufactureis, and is well worth 
their close attention. Next comes cop­
per, principally from the rsgion of Sud­
bury and the north shore of Like Super­
ior, in the mines of which some of our V. 
S. citizens are financially interested. 
Lead and silver Irom the district north 
and west of Lake Superior are next ob­
served. The mines, such as Beaver, 
Badger, Silver Mountain and Rabbit 
Mountain, are the center of the silver 
deposits, gnd it is said that Americans, 
who largely control them, are likely to 
reap rich rewards. Gold-bearing quartz 
is represented by a large pile, This 
cornel from the Lake-of-the-Woods dis­
trict, west of Lake Superior.

Zinc, arsenical ore, gypsum, par) ta or 
heavy spar and lime also are on exhibi­
tion. Phosphate of lime is very promin­
ently represented, there being shown one 
immense specimen weighing nearly half 
a ton. The Canadian phosphate of lime 
or apatite la exceedingly rich. Most of 
it is shipped to England, there being 
little demand aa yet for it in the United 
States, owing to its value and extent 
being little understood. The mica dis­
play attracts much attention. In petro­
leum and its products arc shown bottles 
of all the various grades of oil, from the 
black crude oil to the refined naphtha, 
while hard coke, wax candles and axle- 
grease represent what may be termed 
the bye-products.

Terra cotta, tiles, red and white 
bricks are also exhibited. Of building 
stone, sandstones, marbles, granites and 
serpentines there is a very tine display. 
The must attractive, probably, in this 
connection are the black marbles and 
colored marbles.

The native silver, native gold and 
precious stones displayed in the cases 
are rich-looking and attractive, and add 
very much to one's appreciation of the 
extent of the mineral wealth represent 
ed. - ,

On the walls are geological and min­
eralogies! maps of Ontario, a forestry 
map by Dr. Bell, of Ottawa, Ont., and 
three colored plates representing some 
original methods in the determination of 
minerals by the use of the blow pipe. 
They represent the work of Dr E. Haa- 
vel. of Victoria College, Cobourg, Out.

Visitors are welcomed by those in 
charge and full information is chearful- 

l ly given. The intention of the exhibit 
is openly declared to be that of drawing 
the attention of U: S. capitalists to these 
rich deposits, that they may be develop­
ed to the benefit ot the i„\estora and of 
Ontario as well.

The Government of Ontario is repre­
sented by Hon T. W. Anglin, of Toron­
to, assisted ty Mr David Boyle. Direc­
tor of the Canadian Institute Museum, 
Toronto, and Prof. C. C James, of the 
Ontario Agrrcultural College, Guelph. 
The success of the undertaking is largely 
due to Mr A. Blue, of Toronto, Deputy 
Minister of Agriculture, who has the 
oversight of the mining interests of 
Ontario. Mr Blue was in Cincinnati 
during the arrangement of the exhibit, 
but has just returned to Toronto.

Preliminary Examinai Ion of Ibe Sauta

Sasma, Out., July 25.—The examin­
ation of Charles Johnston, W. O. Par­
sons and Benjamin Mackenzie, on the 
charge of being engaged in the counter­
feiting business, was taken up here to­
day. There was considerable testimony 
offered. Knight the party who has been 
committed for trial for passing counter­
feit money at Kingston, gave evidence 
that he got $500 in counterfeits of the 
Bank of British North America from a 
man named Cuultis, at Point Edward 
last April, and that Johnston was in the 
company of Coultis. Knight went to 
Kingston a couple of days afterwards 
and in a couple of hours passed $300 of 
it. Alexander Browley, of Ailsa Craig, 
also gave evidence to the effect that he 
has obtained counterfeit money from 
Parsons and Mackenzie, and that John­
ston told him he was dealing in the money 
and would get it for him. The evidence 
aja nst the three w is strong.

Chief Sherwood and Inspector O’Lea­
ry, of the eccrot service, who had been 
engaged on the case, aud who made the 
arrests, were present at the examination 
and gave testimony. The three prison­
ers were committed for triai. Crown 
Attorney Bucko prosecuted and J F 
Lister, M.P., appeared for Johnston and 
Parsons, with L F Dickson for Macken­
zie.

Grasshoppers are more olentiful in 
Carleton, Russell aud Ottawa counties 
then they have been for ten years past, 
and are doing considerable damage on 
high lying farms to grass crops, and also 
to oats and barley. Unless th* e is a wet 
spell their ravages may be serious.

The Ontario Mining Commission will 
meet for organization at Little Current 
on Monday next.

The amount ot square timber taken 
out of the limit on the Upper Ottawa 
during laet season, and now coming 
down the river, is larger than the cut of 
any previous season for four or five 
yeata. The total cut is estimated at 2,- 
530,000 feet. This timber is wdrth ap­
proximately 25 cent» per foot, taken all 
in all, »o that the above estimate re­
presents between $600 and $700.
