The Art ef Enlleg.
There ia little if any doubt, says the 

Lancet, that cooking has been employed 
by man in the preparatien of food frem 
the remotest ages. It ia probable also 
Gist empirical ideas of what conduces to 
'■fort in diet early formed the basis of 
a gastronomic art nut without some re 
lation to some physiological truth. It 
has been reserved for later times, how­
ever, and for civilized man, to diacover 
and formulate a regular method of din­
ing. By a proceaa ot natural selection, 
the work of elaborating this system has 
ia a great measure passed into the hands 
of our French neighbor», who have thus 
been able to develop an art character­
istically their own. Our aimpler nation­
al customs edlatiug to Ihe table have, in 
common with those of moat other peo­
ples, attracted leaa attention, though it 
is not likely that they will ever disap­
pear It ia needless here, however, to 
discuss in detail each local peculiarity. 
We should rather aim at understanding 
those principles which underlie all right­
ly constituted systems, and give to each 
its value aa an aid to wholesome nutri­
tion. The time of eating ia a matter of 
nr. email consequence. This is to some 
extent subject to individual convenience, 
but we may take it that as a general rule 
not leaa than five hours should separate 
one meal from another. The short in­
terval of rest usual after meala will com­
mend itself aa being in atrict accordance 
with physiological necessity. The quan­
tity and quality of food taken also re­
quire careful attention, and these again 
must be regulated by reference to the 
work to be dene by a given person. 
Some difference of opinion has always 

' éxisted a» to the proper daily allowance 
of meat. We ihall probably do justice 
to the digestive powers of must persona, 
however, by advising that only one sub­
stantial meal be taken daily. More than 
this would tend, if continued, te over­
load the tiaauea with digestive products, 
and leaa would hardly suffice for full 
nutrition. Drink, if alcoholic, should be 
sparingly taken or nôt used at all. 
Cookery has in these days been elabor­
ated almost to excess. Variety and 
delicacy are carried to an extreme, and 
we should probably gaiu rather than lose 
if plainness combined with care were 
upopted as onr rule of practice in such 
matters.
