Steamer Damaged
AND SHORT OF COAL.

The tramp steamer Chester, Capt. 
Segebaith, put into port yesterday dis­
abled and short of coal. She was 18 
days out from Antwerp bound to New 
York in Water ballast. Shortly after 
leaving Antwerp strong head winds 
were experienced and the ship being 
light in ballast was knocked about 
badly; huge seas swept her decks and 
slight damage was sustained. On 
Thursday evening last during the 
height of the hurricane and blizzard 
the Chester’s pressure cylinder, and 
main steam pipe gave out. The great­
est care then had to be exercised In 
navigating the ship while temporary 
repairs were made to the machinery. 
Coal was beginning to run short and 
the captain decided to come to St 
John’s to replenish her supply. The 
Chester is a three-master, 2,568 tons 
gross and 1,637 tons nett. All her 
working gear and funnel is situated 
aft. She is owned by the American 
Petroleum Company. Bowring Bros, 
are agents. Consul Cook supplying and 
the Reid Nfid. Co. repairing damageg. 
Capt. Scgebarth was here twenty- 
three years ago as chief officer on the 
S. S. LaFIandre which put in here in 
a battered condition.

Vessels Held Up,
The schr. Novelty was delayed from 

sailing on Saturday forenoon owing to 
three of the crew absenting them­
selves. Warrants were taken out for 
their arrest but the abseni.ee» could 
net be located. C@pt. Benson signed 
others in their places and the vessel 
sailed.

The S. S. Adventure. Capt. Couch, 
was ready to go tersea Saturday night 
but was held up by her firemen, who 
signed on and then refused to go, they 
wishing to remain ashore for the 
Christmas season. If other stokers 
can be secured in their places the de­
serters will‘ be dealt with by the Ma­
gistrate.

The Fogota Here
The S. S. Fogota, Capt. B. Barbour, 

arrived here from the Northward at 
8.30 last evening bringing a full car­
go of 3.000 packages of fish, oil, etc. 
The ship had a stormy trip going north 
with gales from the N. and N. W., 
snow and intense frost. Thursday 
and that night the ship was at Fogo 
and one of the worst storms witness­
ed for years prevailed. Coming south 
the weather was more civil and all 
ports of call were made. The ship 
was short of coal yesterday morning 
and barely made Catalina after the 
bunkers had been swept out to keep 
up steam; this was owing to the 
rough weather which impeded her 
progress. She got a supply of coal at 
Catalina. She brought along 22 pas­
sengers including Capt. Bishop, Dr.

Cornell Student Fattens on 85c. Per
Week—Ects no Meat.
Ithaca. N.Y., Dec. 5.—Raymond P. 

Sanford, of Ithaca, a freshman in the 
Cornell College of Agruculture, upon 
his own initiative, has undertaken an 
experiment in the study of the actual 
cost of sufficient food to keep the 
body in a normal healthy condition.

He is making the experiment upon 
himself. having begun on July 4, 1912. 
when he entered the summer school 
here. The average cost of his food 
since that time has been 85 cents per 
week.

“My present diet consists of skim­
med milk, whicli i buy at 2 cents a 
quart; buttermilk at 3 cents a quart; 
stale bread, 3 cents a loaf; peanut 
butter. 10 pounds for $1.50; ordinarily 
20 cents a pound; raisins, three lbs. 
for 25 cents: lentils, 10 cents a pound; 
raw' cabbage, onions, peppers, rice, 
oatmeal and what apples I can for­
age from the agricultural farms.

"I have consulted the professors of 
he Lome economics department of the 

agricultural college and they tell me 
my diet contains all that is necessary 
or sustenance, and much more. My 
present plans are to continue this ex­
periment until I leave college.”

Bicycles in
British Army.

Some 3,000 \> heels Used in Recent
.Manoeuvres—Found of Great L'se.
The recent manoeuvres of the Brit­

ish army, conducted on a larger scale 
than evt r before in times of peace, 
has brought the bicycle into fovarable 
notice, and the probability is that that 
vehicle will be given an important 
standing. With good roads, such as 
..re found throughout England, the 
licycle has demonstrated its reliabil- 
tv and utility. Some 3,500 of these 
cyclists were attached to the cavalry 
:nd the rapid movement of that large 
body was surprising to most people. ,3 
tt is conceded that the bicycle would 
be no substitute for horses in a battle 
charge, though the destruction possi- 7 
ble with two or three thousand motor­
cycles at full speed would certainly 
cause some confusion, especially it 
the riders were protected with steel 
shields. The direction of a cycle com­
mand would require specially train­
ed officers: in fact, the French have 
had the subject under consideration 
for some time. A combination of mo­
tor cycles and bicycles will not un­
likely he the final outcome, tor one 
motor-cycle can tow four or five 
mounted bicycles over ordinarily 
good and level roads at a speed ot 
fifteen or twenty miles an hour. For'" 
distance of, say, up to thirty miles, 
a motor-bicycle regiment could 
transferred to emergency points in 
far less time than by railway, even 
assuming that the railway were con­
venient for loading and unloading.-
