‘The
door was slowly unbarred; the little entry
was dark but a glare of light shone from
anapartment.

Hig guest followed,
and with one stride stood in the doorway.

LoxpoN, April 30th. — The speech of
the Mayor of Cork at the recent banquet
in that city was the subject of long de-
bates in both Houses of Parliament this
evening, the attention of the members
being called especially to the Mayor's
language respecting O'Farrell, who at-
tempted to assassinate Prince Alfred in
Sydney, New South Wales, as well as to
his reference to the Prince himself, the
Tories upbraided the Goverpment with
being the indirect causs of the present
state of affairs in Ireland.

In the House of Commons Mr. Bright
thought - the present condition of affairs
in Ireland to be no cause for panic.

Mr. Gladstone followed in support of
Mr. Bright, He had always found that
Protestant ascendancy in the form of re-
ligious establisk was the p t
cauée of the mode in Which the power of
the landlord had been used, and by
which the relations of the tenants were:

ing that the government was anxious tos
substitute for the present condition of
the Btate confidence in the country and
loyalty to the Crown.

Mr. Thorme (conservative), urged the
immediste removal of the Mayor of
Cork. He considered that the Govern-
ment were bound to declare a policy on
the land question, and thus dissipate the
uureatonable expectations of Ireland.

The subjeet was then dropped.

The Rev. J. Wild, Professor of Hebrew
and Ethics in Albert College, Belleville,
lectured on the above subject at London
on Tuesday night, which was slightly
sensational in its character.

Mr. Wild spoke of the Tower of Ba-
bel. The existence of Babylon had been
denied by many ; but within a few years
the researches of Sir Henry Rawlinson
had set the doubts even of the doubtful
forever at rest, for the very walls of the
palace of Nebuchadnezzar had been un-
earthed. Speaking of the destruction of
Sodom and Gomorrah, the lecturer be-
lieved that some day when the Dead Sea
which covered the site was drained, we
could disentomb’ the perfectly preserved
remains of the unfortunates who had
been destroyed by that awful fiery showe
er. The confusion of tongues, in Mr.
Wild’s opinivn, was intended not merely
as a punishment for disobedience to an
express command of God, but designed
also as an instrument to compel the dis-
persion of the race throughout the earth,
At present there are spoken 6,500 lan-
guages, 1,500 of which were primary,and
5,000 colloquial. All the world. is being
peopled. No new tongues are being
invented ; old languages are dying daily;
and, he believed, the whole world, in
the fullness of time, would yet speak one
universal tongue. Mr. Wild traced the
rise of the mysterious fraternity known
as Free Masons, to the Tower of Babel.
