spector of public schools at London, read 
an able paper on "Inspection as an Aid to 
Educational Efficiency" before the inspec 
tor's department at the teachers'conven- 
tion today. He said the only ujstification 
for the employment of public school in- 
spectors is that they are an aid to public 
education and can do a real and vital 
work in carrying out the educational 
policy of the department of education 
and assisting and encouraging the teach- 
ing staff to do belter work.

Four Phases.
Four phases of an inspector's work 

were dealt with, viz.: 1. His duties as an 
officer of the department ut education. 
2 His relation to the local authorities. 
3. His position as an educational leader in 
the community. 4. How he can co- 
operate with and stimulate the teaching 
staff. , .. 1.

As an officer of the department he 
should be prepared to give a loyal and 
intelligent support to its educational 
policy, sinking any personal prejudices 
he may have for the general good He 
must remember that educational policy 
of the department represents the ex­
pressed public opinion of the province, 
and must be prepared to do bis duty 
Informing the public In his Inspectorate 
on various matters, concerning the edu­
cation of the children on which they re­
quire information and explanation

The Inspector, as a co-worker with his 
fellow-workers, has his best opportunity 
for social service. In carrying out the 
rules and regulations of the department 
and the board he should constantly bear 
in mind that the "spirit giveth life, but 
the letter killeth." Only as one is touched 
with the true spiritual import of his 
work does he rise from the artisan to 
the artist. Visits to and work in the 
classroom is where the best work of the 
Inspector can be done. He should be able 
to suggest variety in methods of instruc­
tions, to encourage the reading of help­
ful professional books, to inspire teachers 
with a love for and insight into their 
work to invite attention to the fascina­
tion of child study. He can do much in 
his connection with the teachers to 
stimulate new ideas and higher ideals. 
In short, the last phase of his work can 
be summed up In the phrase, the per- 
sonal influence of the Inspector with his 
teachers."
