Co-operative Association Aims
to Bring This District
Into Its Own.

The extraordinary enthusiasm of local
fruit growers in the formaticn of a co-
operative association is an excellent omen
of it becoming a brilllant guccess. Those
who are promoting the concern are re-
ceiving plenty of encouragemcont from
various parts of Middlesex, and every-
thing points to the country b:-vomiﬂg
famous for fruit production.

Messrs.: Dawson and Sharman,
prominent local fruit growers, have just
eompleted a trip to Niagara Peninsula,
studying the methodg of fruit culture,
with a view of them being adopteg here.

Mr. S. D. Dawscn was exceedingly
pleased with the results, and =aid: “We
went there to see how things were being
done, and kept our eyes well open. We
also took in Hamilton and Winona, We
found the growers well organizeg in these
districts, and expertgs in their business.
Pear. biight and seale were much in evi-
dence, two diseases that have not affected
Middlesex to any serious extent, Apple
and other fruit tre-s are generally grown
on the low-headed principle to great ad-
vantage, raying. pruning and picking
being greatly facilitated. We intend to
adopt and recommend this method here.
In comparing soil and location with Mid-
dlesex, we should certainly hold our own,
and we want! to wake up local growers
to recognize this fact. To this end we
are going to boost things. We will run
under the name of the Middlesex Fruit
QGrowers’ Assoclation, and our fruits will
be branded accordingly. Already large
orders for fruli trees, plants and com-
mercial fertilizers have been placed. and
next spring will witness the dawn of a
new era for Middlesex as a great f(ruit-
growing county.”
