LIFE IN SAN DOMINGO.

A “Pleasant Sunday Afternoon,” With
Many Citizens Killed and Wounded.

New Yorx, Oct. 5.—The first news of

‘cathedral. Some one fired a pistol, and
in a twinkling bullets were whizzing
plentifully. Knives were used and rocks
thrown. Every man was bent on blood-
shed. The priests came running out of
the cathedral and called on the rioters
to desist. The riot waged for some time
longer, but finally the efforts of the
prieats were successful. The ground
wad then strewn with bloody men.
Three were already dead and thirty or
more wounded.

THRER VILLAGES GONE

Nearly Two Hundred Families Ren-
dered Homeless by Bush Fires
Near Ottawa.

Railway Company Sending Food
Supplies for the Relief of
the Sufferers.

X (From Our Own Correspondent.)

L OrrawA, Oct. 5.—Ope of the worst
fires which ever occurred in this section
: : oty “Elie Mave “of
the Canada Atlantic railway, this after-
noon. Bush fires have been raging in
the vicinity for several days, and aided
by high winds reached Casgelman to-
day. Once the flamea got among dwel-
lings, the villagers were powerless to
stop their progress. The entire village
was wiped out and the fire spread
northward along the railway line, wip-
ing out the villages of South Indian and
Cheney. All telegraphic communica~
tion with these places is cut off, conse-
quently it is impossible to obtain par-
ticulars. About 180 families have been
rendered homeless, The Canada At-
lantic bridge over the Nation river has
been destroyed. It will be two or three
days before train communication is ob-
tainable. The compaay to-night are
sending special trains for the relief of the
sufferers, and have bought up all the
bread in the city.

MANITOBA’S HARVEST.

The High Quality of the Wheat Will Make
it a Very Profitable One.

ToroxTo, Oct. 6.—B. E. Walker,
general manager of the Canadian Bank
of Commerce, who has just visited the
Northwest says: * As far as Manitoba is
concerned, the yield of wheat this year
is disappointing in the number of bushels
per acre. The yield will not amouni to
more than fourteen or fifteen bushels to
the acre on the average, but the quality
of the wheat is of a higher grade than
ever before; and with the high price it is
ﬁenemlly admitted that the farmers will

erive more from the present than from
any previous wheat crop.

‘“ Manitoba has been paying its debts
very satisfactorily during late years.
This is the third good crop the province
has had, and in consequence it now oc-
cupies a very strong position financially.
The improved condition of the farms
and farm buildings, and the improve-
ments of all kinds in Manitoba compared
with five years ago, when I last visited
the West, were such as to astonish me,
The same signs of progress and prosper-
ity were to be noticed in the various
prairie towns springing up in Manitoba.

The Allies May Hold an Extra One Without
Great Britain’s Assistance.

Lonpon, Oct. 6.—The officials of the .
British foreign office have communica-
ted to the United States ambassador,
Col. John Hay, the final decision of the
government, to the effect that Great
Britain must refuse to take part in any
sealing conference with representatives
of Russia and Japan. The British gov-
ernment asserts its willingness to confer
with the United States alone, but in-
sists that Ruesia and Japan are mnot in-
terested in the Behring seals to a de-
gree entitling them to' representation at
the conference.

The British government does not eug-
gest any date for the conference with the
United States, and it is thought prob-
able in London that Great Britain’s
withdrawal will result in two meetings,
one between the United States, Russia
and Japan, and the other between the
United States, Great Britain and Can-
ada. It cannot be too strongly reiter-
ated that the withdrawal of Great Brit-
ain from the Washington conference is
due to Canada’s insistence, and until
Canadian officials informed the foreign
office officials here of Canada’s objec-
tions to the meeting of representatives
of Russia and Japan, Great Britain fully
intended to enter the conference. ;
