San Francisco, March 22.—Upon the 
arival of the Pacific Steamship Com­
pany's steamer Santa Rosa from San 
Diego, the news was received of another 
terrible accident indirectly attributed to 
the Alaskan gold excitement, which is 
believed to have cost the lives of forty 
passengers. Capt. Alexander, of the 
Santa Rosa, reported that early this 
morning, while nine miles off Point 
Bonita at the mouth of the Golden 
Gate, he sighted a derelict bottom up. 
The tug Seawith was immediately des­
patched to the point indicated and found 
the derelict to be the bark Helen W. 
Almy, Capt. Hogn, which started hence 
tor Copper river points with 27 passen­
gers. Her stern was low in the water, 
her deck houses badly wrecked and sev­
eral planks of her hull washed loose by 
the sea which broke over her.

While there were no signs of boats 
among the wreckage it is not believed 
her passengers and crew escaped by put­
ting off from the vessel in them as there 
was a heavy sea for several days past. 
Furthermore no word has been received 
from the survivors if any exist, although 
the derelict was sighted within ten 
miles of shore, and fully 68 hours have 
passed since the wreck was discovered.

According to the tugboat men there 
was a pretty stiff breeze when the Almy 
sailed out of the Golden Gate on Sunday 
last and by the afternoon it was blowing 
a gale. She left here under topsailseind 
when last seen was standing out for an 
offing. There was a heavy sea running 
and it is supposed that some time during 
the night she was struck by a squall and 
capsized.

The Helen W. Almy was 
South Sea trader and was quite famous 
for her many adventures among the 
reefs.

Proposed Active Building of Fighting 
Craft in United States—Japan’s 

Expenditures.
Washington, March 22.—The naval 

appropriation bill as reported to the 
house to-day carried a total of $35,- 
693,058, an increase over last year of 
$30,764,432 and over current estimates 
of $2,514,324. For increase of navy the 
bill allows to be constructed by contract 
.three sea-going coast line battleships de­
signed to carry the heaviest armor and 
most powerful ordnance, with displace­
ment of 11,000 tons and highest prac­
ticable speed for their class, to cost, ex­
clusive of their ammaraent, not exceed­
ing $3,000,000 each. •

Six torpedo boats, 150 tons displace­
ment, and six torpedo destroyers, about 
350 tons displacement, to cost not ex­
ceeding $2,234,000, and one gunboat to 
take the place of the U.S.S. Michigan, 
cost exclusive of armament hot over 
$260,000 and to be built on the great 
lakes, are also provided for.

Vienna, March 21.—The newspapers 
announce that Japan between 1895 and 
1905 will have devoted 193 million yen 
to the building of warships. Forty- 
seven have already been ordered with 
short terms of delivery in England, 
France, Germany and the United 
States .

PREFERENCE FOR BELGIUM.

FATALITY ON THE LINE.

Fireman Hepburn, of Vancouver, Loses 
His Life Through a C.P.R.

Mudslide.

Vancouver, March 23.—(Special)—The 
following are the particulars officially re­
ported of an accident which occurred one 
mile west of Port Haney at one o’clock 
this morning: Conductor E. Richard­
son’s west bound special, engine 651, 
driver L. King, struck a mudslide one 
mile west of Port Haney at 24:55 
o’clock, derailing the engine and eight 
cars of freight. Fireman A. Hepburn 
was killed; the engineer and other train 
hands escaped without injury. The 
damage to roiling stock is not serious 
and the line will be dear for traffic to­
morrow, Thursday, morning about two 
o’clock, and a new track laid. The 
body of Hepburn is at Port Hammond. 
It is probable an inquest will be held 
here as the deceased was a resident of 
Vancouver.

CALIFORNIA MAIL ROBBERS.

Two Men Again Hold Up a Southern 
Pacific Train and Dynamite the 

Express Car.
Fresno Cal., March 23.—The Southern 

Pacific passenger train No. 18, north 
bound, was held up at eleven o’clock last 
night at Cross station, a siding seven 
miles this side of Goschen Junction, by 
two masked robbers. The express car 
was blown to atoms by dynamite. The 
robbers secured one mail pouch which 
was rifled.

Several appointments will be made to 
mission fields in the Klondike mining re­
gions and further appointments only if 
sustained by contributions. There is 
still a deficit of $9,000 on operations, and 
the committee anticipate that next year 
the expenditure will be largely increased.

WULFF JOEL’S SLAYER.
He Had Persistently Demanded Money 

for Use in Removal of Presi­
dent Kruger.

Johannesburg March 23.—The trial of 
Ludwig von Veldtheim for the murder

Russian Soldiers Pillaging at Port 
Arthur and Foreign Consuls For­

mulating Demands Elsewhere.

Pekin, March 22.—A merchant who 
has just returned from Port Arthur as­
serts that the Chinese complain that 
while the Russian soldiers at that place 
have no money this fact has not pre­
vented them from obtaining about every­
thing they want. They go into the shops 
and take commodities at will, refusing 
to pay anything for them. In conse­
quence of this pillaging of the shopkeep­
ers the general commanding the Chinese 
troops at Port Arthur has ordered that 
the small shops be closed.

Toronto, March 22.—(Special)—The 
Globe's Ottawa corespondent discussing

The tone of the discussion 
was very firm that there must come an 
end to the present state of affairs in 
Cuba. Secretary Long authorized the

While the cabinet officers maintained 
their usual reserve as to the exact char­
acter of the deliberations, yet it was con­
ceded that the discussion proceeded on 
the theory that the coming report would 
show that the explosion was not the re­
sult of an accident, but was due to an 
external cause.
