London, Nov. 11.—As each day and 
each week of the wer draws to a close 
Without a decisive action at Ladysmith, 
the probability that the Boers will risk 
an assault upon that garrison becomes 
more and more imminent. In fact it is 
claimed that the campaign 
have reached a stage where it is abso­
lutely necessary for the Boers to de­
liver a telling stroke. Unless they decide 
to do this their only alternative is to re­
tire within their lines and strengthen 
themselves against the impending on­
slaught by superior numbers.

That the latter course will be follow­
ed without first making a determined 
attempt to oust or capture Gen. White 
seems beyond all reason, for the meth­
odical isolation of Gen. White's force 
indicates the campaign has been care­
fully planned and the main objective de­
finitely fixed.

Even if the Boers have already discov­
ered that they have underestimated Gen. 
White's capabilities of resistance, it is 
thought scarcely likely that they would 
give np their expected prey without 
desperate struggle. Not only have they 
tasted of the dangerous delights of vic­
tory and revelled in anticipation of still 
further conquest over the main unit op­
posing them, which alone would have a 
great moral effect in persuading them 
to risk much against Ladysmith, but 

it is too late for them to change 
the main objective. Mobile as are the 
Boers they could scarcely transfer the 
body of their forces which are at pres­
ent concentrated about Ladysmith to 
any other vulnerable British point With-, 
out running the risk of encountering 
superior numbers which are daily pour­
ing northwards. Moreover, any weaken­
ing of the Boer force at Ladysmith 
would give Gen. White a splendid oppor­
tunity of attacking even against 
whelming odds. He has shown no hesi­
tation in accepting every opening for 
assuming the offensive. The Boers must 
know jnst as well as the British mili­
tary authorities that twenty-three trans­
ports will arrive in South Africa before 
November 18. They must also realize 
that their time is short, for in the present 
emergency it is believed Gen. Buller will 
not wait to organize an army corps, but 
will content himself with pushing to the 
front every available regiment he can 
dispose of.

They 
were reinforced, attacked again, and 
were repulsed.

On Tuesday they shelled Cangan Copje 
with little damage.

On Wednesday there was a general 
attack under the cover of the artillery, 
but the burghers were repulsed by Max­
im and Hotchkiss guns. The Boer loss 
was fifty killed; the British loss 
slight.

LATEST BULLETIN.

Gen. Buller Tells of the Engagement 
Near Belmont.

London, Nov. 11.—The war office has 
received this despatch from Gen. Buller 
under date of Capetown, Nov. 11: “With 
reference to my telegram of the 10th, 
Col. Geough with two squadrons of the 
Tenth Hussars, battery of field artillery 
and one and a half company Mounted 
Infantry found about 700 of the enemy 
with one gun in position about nine miles 
west of Belmont. He engaged the en­
emy with his artillery and sent the 
Mounted Infantry to the enemy’s left 
Sank to discover their laager. The losses 
reported yesterday occurred during this 
operation. Col. Geough engaged the en­
emy for about three hours and then re­
turned to camp. The death of Lieut. 
Wood has just been reported.”
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LADYSMITH SAFE.was

Shelling by heavy guns Was renewed 
on Thursday, and the Boers massed with 
the intention of making an attack, but 
this was prevented by a thunderstorm.

On Friday there was a desultory rifle 
fire and an occasional sheU, but little 
loss of life, due to the excellence of shel­
ter in the trenches. The health 
spirits of the troops are good.

London, Nov. 10.—The correspondent of 
the Dally Telegraph at Pietermaritzburg, 
telegraphing Monday, says: “Estcourt, 
Pietermaritzburg and Ladysmith are all 
safe for some time to come. Owing to the 
feet that Ladysmith lies low and the Boers, 
unluckily, have been permitted to occupy 
Mount Bnlwan and other surrounding big 
hl'ls, attempts to open up hectographlc 
communication have proved a failure.’’
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
