ROSALIE LATD OFF.,
One ‘Steamer to Handle Sound Traffic
TUntil Next Spring.

From now on and until travel again
warrants .the double service, Victoria
will have but the one Steamer on the
route between this city and the Sound
ports, the steamer Rosalie having been
laid off for an overhaul and will be kept
off the route possibly until next spring.

.Pass'enger traffic at present between
Victoria and Seattle js comparatively
light, besides “which it isg stated that
much of the freight  which formerly
reached this city over the American
lines and the Sound 8teamers, has now
been diverted to the two ferries. This
has very materially reduced the tonnage
at .the disposal of the Seattle boats, and
while tourist travel is as light as it is
at present, the whole of the business
‘will be attended to by the Majestic.

It is interesting in this connection to
recall the fact that shortly after the
wreck of the City of Kingston, which
Steamer was Victoria’s only, and, at that
time, most effective tourist assoeiation,
a proposition was made to organize a Jo-
cal company to secure a proper steamer
to run on the route, At that time it is
stated that the steamer Dolphin, the
“flagship” of the Northern ‘\fleet, could
have been purhcased for about $80,000.

DREDGING WRANGLE NARR OowWSs

Reported Feasibility of Improvement to
WNavigation.

The surveying party sent to Alaska by
Major OMills has demonstrated that the
work of cutting a ° channel through
Wrangel Narrows, that will make it
safe for ail the steamers in the Alaskan
trade to use that route, is practicable,
says the Seatle Post-Intelligencer, and
that about the only thing necessary is
to dredge to a sufficient depth to insure
plenty of wwater,

There are a numher of rocks in the
present channel that are a menace to
navigation, and under the present condi-
tious only boats of light draft go through
the mnarrows in the day time, and no
boats of any kind attempt to ‘work a
way through at night. The party made
4 survey of the entire 22 miles, and
took borings of the bottom so it is now
known under what conditions the dredg-

The J. B, A. A. Seeks to Form
a Pacific Northwest
Association.

The Union Would Embrace All’
Lines :cof Athletic
Sports.

H. Dallas Hejmcken, the energetic
president of the James Bay Athletic
ussociation, has had in mind’ for some
time past the amalgamation of all the
leading athletic erganizations of British
‘Columbia and the Pacific Coast States
into one boGy, svhich should have for
1s object the fostering of and advance-
mernt of legitiguaté athletic sports among
the young men.af. the ?Vest.

‘With this object in vi€w Mr. Helmcken
has addressed a ecircular embodying his
jt‘iiea to the following sporting organiza-

ons:

The Spokane Amateur Athletic club,
the Multnomah Athletic club at Port.
and, Ore.; the Brockton Point associa-
tion, of Vancouver, and the Seattle Ath-
letic club, and to all the Victoria clubs.

Following is the text of Mr. Helme-
ken’s circular:

In view of the fact that the Northern
Pacific Association of Amateur Oarsmen
has proved such_a success and its annuai
regavta is always looked forward to by
rowing men as an event of the year in
%quntlc matters, it has occured to us
hat it would be a desirable thing if for
the purpose of encouraging the practice
ot' athletic sports, particularly field sports
in .the Northwest, a similar association
should be formed wih this end in view.
We may polnt with pardonable pride to
the admirable way the North Pacific As-

to the great effect it has had upon the
rowing interests in the province. Previous
to its organization there was no common
object among rowing men, and to create
keener Interest and more rivalry the as-
soclation was formed, and as you well
kuow, the clubs forming this association
baving their crews faithfully at work for
the great event of the year, it has placed
rowing in a very enviable position.

The idea is to frame it very much on the
same Jines as the Montreal Athletic Asso-
ciation, whereby all sports other than
rowing, can be brought under the man-
agement of the organization. We oan, of
course, see difficulties in the road, but in
our opinion they are not insurmountable.

We think that the association herein
pointed out will have the effect of bring-
ing all athletes in the Northwest together
in a way which one single organization
could not possibly do. There are in the
Northwest many athletes of high ,rank,
but there is.no central organization which
can' bring these parties together.

Owing to the loose way in whie) in
previous years meetings have been con-
ducted, more particularly in this province,
the "question of amateurism has been to
a great extenit lost to sight, and one of
the mam objects we have in view is for
the purpose of preventing athletes from
jeopardizing their standing as an amateur
and to have good, healthy, clean sport,
and that no one will be recognized in ath.
letlc meets unless he can satisfy the as-
sociation of his standing as an amateur.

The organ'zation should be in a position
to offer valuable cups and medals and
make it worth while dor athletes to train
falthfully to carry off those events, and in
thls way to imnress upon the youth of the
Northwest a kealthy regard for ontdoor
fports, There will be ample opportunity
afforded them of choosing any branch of
Sport thev prefer.

dohn Teague
. Called Home

Victoria Pioneer and Highly Es.
teemed Resident Dies at
Ripe Age.

Was Twice Mayor and Took
Prominent Part In Affairs
of City.

It was not as a matter for surprise
that Victorians learned yesterday after-
moon of the death at his residence, 33
¥ernwood road, of John Meague, De-
ceased, who had been a resident of Vic-
toria siunce 1858, and twice mayor of
the city, succumber to a complication of
maladies which, about three years ago,
compelled him to practically keep to his
residence and await the end. He was
69 years of age.

John Teague was born in Cornwall,
Emgland, in 1833. 1In 1836 he went to
Grass Valley, Nevaua County, Califor-
nia, where he engaged in a mining enter-
prise, This he soon abandoned to en-
gage in the work of building and con-
tracting, in which he was very success-
ful. Next year found him in business
as a mining broker, but fate did not in-
tend " that he should long remain in
California, for in May, '58, he took
passage from ‘San Francisco on the
steamer 'Constitution, which Ianded its
passeugers at Sehome, Wash. From the
latter point Mr. Teague came almost im-
mediately to Victoria, pitching his tent—
for Victoria was then in {§§ infant days
—on the spot where the entrance to the
old Methodist church i§ now located.

Mr. Teague was early seized with a
desire to join in the rush of miners to
the Golden North, and on the 4th of
July, 1854. he proceeded to a point
known as Murderer's Bar, on the Kras-
er river, where he spent some time, and

roughing it for some months, experienc-
ing all the ups and downs of the miner’s
life, he finally made his way back to
Victoria, nvhere he remained until he
was “‘called home” yesterday morning,
surrounded by a loving family, who have
the sympathy of all in their affliction.

The late John Teague took a lively and
«ctive interest in all questions affecting
the welfare of the city, in which he
was s0 long a respected and Lonored citi-
zen, and was chosen on numerous occa-
sions to serve at the council, both as
alderman and mayor—the Jatter office he
occupied twice with credit to himself
and satisfaction to the ratepayers.

In the early days of his career in Vie-
toria Mr. Teague was engaged as a con-
tractor in the naval yard, Esquimalt,
and l!ater was numbered among the
prominent architects of the city, draw-
ing the plans for such mnotable buildings
as the Driard hotel, Jubilee hospital,
unaval hospital, St. Anne’s convent, the
Magonic hall and other structures.

Deceased leaves a widow and four
children—two sons and two daughters—
John and Albert, and Mrs. J. G. Brown
and Miss ‘Emily Teague.

‘He was a member of Victoria Colum-
bia lodge, A. F. & A. M., No. 1, under
whose auspices the funeral will take
place from the residence tomorrow at
'2:30 p.m. Members of Vancouver, Quadra
lodge, No. 2, aud United Service lodge
No. 24, and visiting brethren are in-
vited to attend.

THE TRAMWAY SERVICE.

An ([Explanation of How a Recent An-
noylng Delay Occurred, -

The letters which appeared in the IColo-
nist of recent dates complaining of an an-
noying delay in the operation of the tram
service on Thursday evening last, led X
Colonist reporter to make an inquiry
from tramway officials yesterday as to
how such came to occur,

It will be recalled that the complaints
cited that passengers who boarded the
cars for suburban points found that the
cars which they boarded carried them as
far as street crossings adjacent to the
Victoria theatre, and then waited up-
wards of half an hour until the con-
clusion of the performance of ‘“Floro-
dora,” occasioning the people in the car
who were on their way home, much an-
noyance,

The explanation as to how this came
about shows that the tramway company
did not anticipate anything of the kiud
occurring, butswere in fact simply try-
Ing to make the service accommodate it-
self to the people who wished to go home
by tram after the performance, without
any delay to anybody,

An official of the trafic department
visited ' the "theatre, and was inférmed
that the curtain would be rung down on
the last act, releasing the audience, much
sooner than it did. Anticipating an ear-
lier closing of the performance, the ser-
vice was adjusted to meet what was sup-
posed to be the requirements of the case
—but as matters eventuated, a mistake
was made. The error in ‘arrangements’
was a regrettable one, and only discoy-
ered too late to remedy the matter.

iIComplaints on the score of the effi-
ciency of the service on such oceasions
have been very few, and the tramway
officials will tova every precaution to
see that the wishes of their patrons are
met as far as possible in the future.
