Bir iICharles said: ‘It will be remem-
bered that when Tord Herschell and
the other British plenipotentiaries pro-
posed that the difference of opinion' be-
tween Britain and the United States as
to the true construction of the British-
Russian treaty of 1825 should be settled
in manner uniformly adopted by
civilized nations—a reference to an in-
ternational tribunal of experts—and that
they were willing that the terms of ref-
erence should be the same as those dic-
tated by the United States in the Vene-
zuelan arbitration, their proposal was re-
jected, and the insulting proposition
made that the tribunal should consist of
three on each side, without any provi-
sion for an umpire in case of a disagree-
ment, and that even if it was found that
Skagway ,and other points were in Brit-
ish territory, they should belong to the
United States.

iLondon, Jan. 30.—The publication of
a French yellow book details the efforts
madé by France and Russia during the
past year to induce Turkey to mstltu_te
reforms in Macedonia, which resulted in
the tour through the Balkans of Count
\Lamsdorff and in the ‘Austro-Russian
agreement regarding press-rumors n
Macedonia. The situation in Turkey is
held to point to the fact that an acute
phase of the Balkan question has arisen.

The rumors that Austria is preparing
a squadron at her naval port of Pola, the
passage of the Russian torpedo boats
through the Dardanelles into the Black
sea and other incidents are being recaii-
ed, while the official denials of mobiliza-
tion rumore issued by the Austrian gov-
ernment are received with some scepti-
cism.

There have been lately several reports
of hasty purchases of war material by
Roumania, the Balkans states and
Turkey.

Reports are current in Odessa that
Austria and Russia have agreed upon a
joint maval coercion of Turkey in the
coming spring to enforce the reforms in
Macedonia,

According to Prof, Hambery, who is
supposed to be well informed as to the
views entertained at Yildiz, the Sultan
believes that it is the intention to take
(Macedonia from him. The drift of
European comment is that although
there is no immediate danger the 'situa-
tion is causing diplomatic bodies
keenest concern.
