A Discussion on
Saloon Licences

A Largely Attended Meeting at
Institute Hall Yesterday
Evening.

Resolutions Favoring the Abol-
Ishment of the Present
Privileges.

,

(From Thureday’s Dally.)

The Institute hall proved too small to
hold the large number that tried to gain
admittance to the public meeting ecalled
last evening to discuss ways and means
for the abolition of saloons and the sale
of strong drink in grocery stores. S
great was the crowd that every avail-
able inch of space in the hall was oc-
cupied, even the aisles, and many were
turned away.

The chair was occupied by Dr. Er-
nest Hall and among those on the plat-
form were Revs. Perrin, adptone,
Reid, Campbell, LeRoy Dakin, Hicks,
Carson, Clay, ‘Thompson, McIntyre
Baugh Allen, Adams, Tapscott ang
Ttllzlomanon, Alderman ' Lewis Hall an
others. :

Although it was anticipated that theré
would be lively times during the meet-
ing, it was very orderly till Mr. Frank
Higgins was requested to'speak against
the resolution proposed. After a short

discussion Mrv Hr}gins was given ten
. minutes to reply and during his address
he was interrupted several times. -

Two resolutions were put before the
meeting and a vote taken on them, and
although they were declared carried by
the chairman it was impossh}le to get
& correct idea-of the actual ¥ote, ps it
appeared as if some were yoting both
for and against. /.

The meeting was called to order sharp
at 8 o'clock and at that time the hall was
packed. In his opening remarks Chair-
man Hall stated that they met in a very
peculiar position,-one of interest to every
ope in the city, and it went to show that
a large number were commencing to real-
ize that they -were “their brother’s
keéper” and had to consider the best
possible method of doing away with the
greatest menace to the publie. safety.

Mr. MeNiven was the first speaker
and stated that it gave him pleasure to
take a stand for what he thought was
right and proper. He was not present
as a member of the legislature, but as a
private individual and did not wish to
say anything that might reflect on the
party. He had looked into the law and
had found it very deficlent in many
points. He had inguired at the city hall
and found that there were doing busi-
ness in Victoria 87 saloons, 34 hotels, 6
ghops, 8 breweries and wholesals
houses, contributing the following reve-
nue: Saloons, hotels and shops, $300
each per annum; restaurants, $150;
braweries, $150; wholesale, $150, or a
total of $24,750, With regard to the city
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the only attempt that had been made to
close saloons was to make them close at
11 p.m. Saturday and remain closed till
1 a.m. Monday. He was of the opinion
that it was impossible te secure a con-
viction: for selling liquor in prohibited
hours, a8 it was necessary for the prose-
cutor to actually see the goods-sold.

Rev. Le Roy Dakin was next called
on to speak on the relation of the Chris-
tian church-to the liquor trafiic. He did
not believe that because he was a min-
ister he should be debarred from the
right of citizenship. The men in the min-
istry have their eyes opened to the evils
of society and they should speak ou:
their minds. They saw that the liquor
traffic is the greatest curse to the citizens
of the Dominion, and the ministers were
prepared to fight to the death or victory.
He knew that some held. that drunken-
ness was a disease, and if it was, the
government should vide asylums and
pest -houses. ‘They had no right to say

“the poor drunkard” rather than *“a poor
thief.” The drunkard was a eriminal
and the saloon keeper also’a criminal for
dealing out crime.

Rev. Mr. Carson was the next speak-
er. He gaid he was pleased to move
the following resolution:

“Whereas the association of the sale
of liquor with grocers encourages intem-
perance in the home, and also creates
unfair competition in the retail grocery
trade. Be it resolved that our repre
sentatives be request:d to iake such ac-
tion as lies within their power to cancel
all such licences.

He moved this because of the principle
Pim'olve_d; . Pwo principles involved were
the home and the commercial develop-
ment of ‘the country. Hé thought that
all wished to see the country developed
| to ibs fullest extent. = But the grocery
licenice gave to one part of the com-
munity an advantage, as the grocer who
had a licence had an advantage over
the other who had not one. He did not
think that groceries would go up as the
result of this, and even if they did so
he was willing to pay his share. He
also stated that a great number of young
men of the city had lost their manhood
and lost their positions as the result of
the grocery store that dealt in liquor,

fld. Hall took pleasure in addressing
theé meeting as the representative of the
Good Templars of British Columbia, and
was pleased to have the opportunity to
second the motion, He always thought
that the grovery licence was not fair.
If it was it should be given to every
grocer in the city, otherwise make a di-
vision of the returns to those who have
no licence. He stated that Victoria
was the only city in Canada where a
person had access from a grocery store
to the liquor store. In Vancouver they
had to be under different roofs and could
not get from one store to the other with-
out going outside of the building.

Rev. Mr. McIntyre thought all were
interested in the Tilestion and all had
some opinion on the question, but all
would agree that the liquor traffly was a
great evil, He moved the following reso-
lution: :

“Whereas the open saloon constitutes
a grave menace to the moral and physi-
cal welfare of our citizens, and serves
no good purpose in the community. Be
it resolved that our representatives be
requested to take such action as will
speedily remove this from our midst.”

Rev. W. L. Clay thought there might
be a difference of opinion regarding the
liguor licence for a grocery store but
he thought that there could be no differ-
ence with this phase of the question and
seconded the resolution.

Chairman Hall then asked the ushers
to” “take up the usual collection.” He
stated that this was the first of’ a series
of :meetings that were intended o be
held and he hoped that the ‘audience
would cohtribute liberally. He then call-
ed on Miss Virmmeyiallli for a solo.

At the conclusion of the solo Bishop
Perrin was asked to speak to the reso-
lution,

‘Bishop Perrin stated that an oppor-
tunity would be given for all to vote on
the two resolutions, and he thought that
whichever side won the other side would
not be satisfied, but there was a larger
meeting that had to say whether it was
right ,or not. He thought the agitation
must.go on and although there were
some who were prejudiced he thought
there were others who were on the other
side. He considered that they were
teaching the people the effect of the
gpending of money on strong drink. The
people were also being educated as to
the evil effect of the liquor traffic, but
it was a hard job to educate the legis-
lators.

Rev. Dr. Campbell congratulated the
audience on the excellent order that had
been kept and although:a prohibitionist
he did not believe in extremes. He al-
ways thought that the right path was
in the centre. There were some Who
wished to kill the liquor traffic easy, but
he was not of that opinion. He thought
it the duty of the citizens to enlist the
boys and girls for prohibition and more
attention should be given to the younger
generation rather tnan to the present.
Saloons exist because Eeople drink and
the only way to put the saloon out of
business is to create a temperate gener-
ation. He did not think a saloon could
be reformed, which had been shown by
the failure of Dr. Potter in New York.
If the saloons were done away with it
would be necessary to provide something
in its place when it disappeared.

Regarding compensation for those who

are engaged in the business, which must
be done because they had been legalized
and encouraged to invest their money;
he thought they should be given plenty
of warning to.get out of the nefarious
business and make the best possible use
of the property.

Rev. G. K. B. Adams said he was
present by his own free will and not
by compulsion, but he was compelled
by his position to be present. There
had not been a man or woman who
came to him for advice or assistance
that they did not receive, and he stood
on the platform as much for the in-
terest of the saloonkeeper as for, the
children and wives who were without
the necessities of life, the result of
theit breadwinners spending their
earnings for strong drink.

In answer to someone in the audi-
ence who said ministers were paid to
speak on the question, he said that
when. he went into the ministry he
gave up the management of two places
of business to go to a_living worth 40
cents a day. Regarding the saloons,
he called it “civic suicide,” for when a
licence is given to a saloon they cut
the hamstring of the authorities. He
was a prohibitionist, and believed that
everyone was opposed to the licensing
of saloons. 2

Rav. Mr. Gladstone had always found
that when anyone came forward with
a deflnite movement they would secure
the crowd. He had found all leaders
in the Old Country to be total -ab-
stainers.

Chairman Hall then read the resplu-
tions to the meeting and was on the
point of asking for the vote. f
doing 86, however, Frank Higgins
wished to know if ‘they - intended to
allow any who were interested in the
question a chance to speak.

The chairman said he had been
given a programme to carry out and
was doing so.

Mr. Higgins stated that he had con-|

tributed to the collection (laughter)
and thought that' he should have a
right to say what he thought, as well
as those who did not give to the col-
lection. Mr. Higgins was loudly
cheered.

After a short consultation it was de-
cided to give Mr. Higgins ten minutes
in which to speak.

On taking the platform Mr. Higgins
was again cheered, and it was several
minutes before he was able to proceed.
In addressing the meeting he said that
before the resolution was put every-
one should be given an opportunity to
discuss it. He thought that no ques-
tion of importance could be passed
when those on the platform Btood up
and gibed and insulted the citizens;
and when Rev. Mr. Adams referred to
the downfall of the wamen of Victoria,
his blood@ rose ' within him., (Loud
cheers).

Mr. Adams attempted to speak, but
was cried down. -

Mr. Higgins considered that the reso-
lution was not equitable, as it dealt
with vested interests, and he referred
to confisecation without compensation,
which was not right but unfair to those

who had invested their money in the.

business. They had been told about
Vancouver and England, but they had
not been told that a law was passed
in 1882 by the parliament of England
which said@ that no lcence could be
revoked unless those
were conducting the business in an
improper manner and were bad char-
acters.  If the resolution was passed
they should also make provision for
compensation, and where was the
compensation to come from? Regard-
ing the question of saloons in Ontatio
and Quebec he stated that there were
saloons in those provinces and he khew
it as a fact. #

Rev, Mr. Adams sald it was not so.

Mr. Higgins replied: “Go, down
Drury Lane and see if there are no
saloons.”

Mr, Higgins was continually inter-
ruptéd, and. after the audience had
been called to order by the chairman,
he =aid that it was not a fair proposi-
tion; all the speakers in favor of the
resolution had been given a fair hear-
ing, and he thought that those opposed
to it should 10 be heard. |

Rev. Mr. Thompson in reply to Mr.
Higging said that he thought those
who gave the privilege had the right
to take the privilege away. The move-
ment had beeri commenced by the
Royal Templars of Temperance, and it
was their intention to keep the interest
up. They would hold another meeting
in a few weeks, when a debate would
be held and an opportunity would be
given those on the other side to reply.
He thought it was not fair that six out
of a large number of grocers should
have a licence to supply strong drink.
Regarding the saloon, he thought that
Canadians had a different way of look-
ing at the matter than the people of
England, ‘and the time would come
when there was no compensation.

The chairman then read the resolu-
tions and ecalled for a standing vote.
This was done, but the aisles were
blocked with listeners who were un-
ablé to do anything else but stand. It
was’ decided to take a show of hands.
This was done, and on the call for
those in favor, a number held up their
hands. ‘Those against the resolution

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victorla Metéorological Office.
January 81 to February 6.

During this week there has been a re-
markable absence of rain, and with the
exception of fogs on the Straits and Sound
on- the first four days, practically cloudless
skies have been general, not only through-
onut this province, but southward to Cali-
fornia. The winds along the coast have
been moderate in force' and. chiefly from
Ahe north and east; off Cape Flattery being
the only exception, where a moderate east
gale was reported during the first few
days.!

#rom California eastward the barometer re-
mained ‘low.

In the
Kootenay district fhe weather has been
remarkably mild, with frosts only upon the
last three days, and in Cariboo no great
cold was recorded, and a light snowfall.

SUICIDE ALLEGED.

Pastor President of Savings Banks
Found Dead in Bed.

Peoria, 1ll, Feb. 6.—George H. Sim-
mons, pastor of the First Baptist
Church, president of the Interstate
Savings Bank and Peoples Savings

and recently appointed manager
of the Yateés senatorial campalign in
Peoria cofinty, was found dead in bed
early this. morning. He had been the
object of investigation at the hands, of
the state attorney, by the two banks
and his congregation on grave charges
and it is presumed to be & case ;of
suicide. !
