Plans for  Submission of
Which Opposition Fought All

OTTAWA, March 16.—Mr. Pugsley
today laid on the table of the house
‘the plans for the development of pow-
er at the Long Sault rapids,’ the re-
fusal to produce which precipitated the
all-night debate of Monday and Tues-
day. In addition to the plans the fol-
lowing letters was tabled by Mr.
Pugsley: from the engineers who have
been looking into the scheme. :

“Ottawa, Ont, Jan. 13, 1910. ~Sir:
‘We have the honor to report in regdrd
to the amended petition of the St.
Lawrence Power Co. ,Ltds to His Ex-
cellency - the Governor General in
Council for permission to erect certain
dams in the ‘St. Lawrence river as fol-
lows: “On December 15, 1908, we re-
ported on the fact as contained in the
application of the ecompany at that
time. The objections found against
the original plans have in a large
measure been remedied by the amended
proposition.

“The -integrity of the Cornwall
canal has been .preserved. No detail
plans have been submitted showing
the style of dam proposed to be erect-
ed, and this of course, will have-to. be
gone before the project cbuld be al-
lowed to be en ‘upon. An ap-
proximate computa. of the he
power capabie of /|

six hundred‘thqmd‘ ‘he

power will be of the highest impdrt-
ance to the 'district in question.
“Experience  has shown us-that in
the proximity of large development ‘of
power great-industries “are ' erected,
and that towns and cities grow up.
‘We are convineed that the project is
one worthy of the most serious con-
sideration of the government.. The
plans contemplate the construction of
a lock in the Amarican channel, gnd
the objections  which ‘were taken
against the former proposition apply
with equal force to the present one,
viz.: the approach channel to  the
lock, -as it now exists, is a tortuous
one, with a swift current, and is not
in_our opinion a sufficient channel.
It is our opinion that a single lock
about one thousand feet long between
hollow quoins eighty-five feet wide,
with 25 feet of water on the sill should
be built on the Canadian side, 80 as to
duplicate the Cornwall canal. We be-
Heve if this lock were constructed on
satisfactory lines it would to a con-
siderable extent eliminate any ob-
Jections the Richelieu and Ontario
Navigation company might reasonably
have in being interfered with in the
descent of the Long Sault rapids.. It

. is.also necessary that there should be

built a timber slide and all necessary
piers and booms for the protection of
the lumber industry and the free use
of the navigation of the river for that
purpose.”

Germany. ManufacturiagiFirms

" Enter on Energetic Cam-
paign to Capture Large
‘Share in Market Here

'BBRLIN, March 16—The .cessation
of the Canadian surtax on German
goods -is one of the topics of the hour
in «commercial ¢ircles here. . Great ex-
porting firms are energetically seeking
travellers and agents with an intimate
knowledge of Canadian conditions.
Men familiar ‘with the trade practices
of the Dominjon, especially with the
rapidly developing communities in the
middle and far west, are being engaged
at fancy salaries and will be de-
spatched to the fields of operations
equipped to conduct ope of the most
active business campaigns Germany
has ever waged on fBreign soil. They
will be preceded by an avalanche of
catalogues and other advertising mat:
ter printed in the English
and offering unprecedented induce-
ments to Canadian buyers to establish
connections with German hpuses.

All branches of German trade expect
a boom in Canadlan orders.  The man-
agement of an aniline dye syndicate,
Germany’s most important chemical
trade, says tariff conditions justify the
hope of a heavy increase in the sale
of the syndicate’s products in Canada.
Herr Graumonn, proprietor of an im-
portant millinery establishment, says:
“The settlement of the tariff war will
certainly be of immense benefit to the
entire German trade.” :

"Herr Levin, a leading manufacturer
‘of overcoats, says: “Our branch has
for a long time been magnificently or-
ganized - in Canada. = Our travellers
cover the entire Dominion, and our ex-
ports "are sure to increase extraordin-
arily henceforth, as the country’s con-
suming power is enormous.”

COLONIAL CO-OPERATION

Earl Crewe Suggests that Dominjons
Take Part in Imperial Diplo-
: matic Problems

LONDON, March 16.—Harl Crewe;
Secretary of state for the colonies,
speaking last night at a dinner given
to Sir George Reid, high commissioner
in London for Australia, suggested a
division of the colonial secretary-
ship, the crown colonies and protec-
torates to be handed over to gnother
secretary. Héghdded, that any ar-
rangement for formal and continuous
co-opertion hétween the home gov-
ernment and these crown colonies in
the form of imperial council would be
 difficult of achievement, but we could
be much by inducing the Dominions
to take part in imperial diplomatic
problems, which concerned relations
with the powers of the World. When

Provincial Government Not
Prepared‘ to Adopt Public
Ownership of Telephones in
British -Columbia

-

LABOR DELEGATION

Increased Aid to Be Granted
the Tranquille Sanitarium—
No Changes in School Act
at Present Time

In a reply just forwarded by the
Premier to- Mr. J. C. Watters, as
chairman of the influential delegation
‘répresentative of organized labor,
which ‘interviewed the HExecutive on
the 31st January last, incidental dis-
closure is made of several features of
Government policy respecting which
there has been no previous public in-
timation.

Of very particular interest is it, in
view of the marked attention given
the proposals in this regard through-
out the country during the past few
months, to learn that the Government
does not regard with favor the sug-
gestion ' .emanating with Vancouver
and subgequently endorsed -by numer-
ous other city and rural municipali-
ties, that the province arrange for the
taking over of all existing franchises
and services throughout British Co-
lumbia, and the operation of tele-
phones hefleafter as a national utility.
The adoption. of the plan recommend-
ed by Vancouver would involve a first
charge of many millions upon the
credit of the province, together with
vast  expenditures in  extensions
throughout the districts not now
served Dby ‘teélephone companies for
the obvious rgaso that the possibility
-of ;profits-ie“not Lpparent, It is also
taken Imte consideration: that the
physical- sonditions. of Bt? sh Cotuam-
bia w make the establishment and
maintendnce of a general _telephone
system -for this province enormousiy
expensive; and it is ‘not yet the ac-
cepted’ policy of . this country to na-
tionalize all - such public utilities as
telephones—indeed should such na-
tionalization be adopted asin the pub-
"Hic interest, it would be more natur-
ally federal than provinclal, and asso-
clated with the postal and telegraphic
services, as in Australfa and New
Zealand.
~ Another intimation of ihterest is in
connection with the anti-tuberculosis
crusade: That in addition to the sec-
ond annual grant of '$20,000 to the
sanitarium ‘at Tranquille, ‘the Gov-
‘ernment has decided to extend to that
institution the same aid that s given
to hospitdls generally under the Hos-
pital Aet, the per capita grant having
in this year’s estimates been very
largely increased , The. erection by
‘the Government of albuilding for the
treatment of advanced cases of tuber-
culosis is receiving consideration, and
action on this line. will. probably be
taken. »

Oh: the question of education ,it is
not-contemplated to further amend the
School Act for several years—as al-
ready-noted in the Colonist, and hence
the petition of the Vancouver school
authorities for the establishmenat of
parental schools, the licensing and
regulation of the employment hours
of newsboys, and the prohibition of
the ' engagement in street trades of
children of tender years, ete, is not
at all likely to meet with success for
a few years fo come at best. It is,
however, the adopted policy. of the
Government in the near future to ex-
tend the free text-book principle .so
"that it may include all Public and
High Schools throughout British Co-
lumbia. ° ¥

When the large deputation repre-
sentative of the Trades Congress of
Canada and Organized Labor’ gener-
ally ‘waited upon Premier MecBride
and his ministers, a little more than a
month ago, they presented a memor-
ial dealing with fourteea specific and
separate matters, to which answers
seriatim in rempect - to the Govern-
ment’s Intentions were requested.

Labor of British Columbia, who wait-
ed upon the government on the 31st
January last, I regret that I have been
unable sooner.to commaunicate to you
the decisions arrived at. The Execu-
tive Council has, however, carefully
considered the various matters set out
in the memorial, and T beg to state as
follows: y

With reference to sections I and 2,
asking for ‘the abolition of property
qualification for holdiag public office
and for the abolition of the glection
deposit, it is not the intention of the
government to alter the law in this
respect at the present time.

No. 3—You .will note by the amend-
ment to the Assessment Act'that while
the exemption on incomes still re-
mains at $1,000, the tax has been de-
creased during the session just closed
from 134 per cent. to 1 per cent. It
has not been found possible to abolish
the poll tax, and. I might point out
that without such a tax the great-ma-
jority of Asiaties in-this province
would altogether escape taxation.

No. 4—The government does not see
its. way to interfere with the present
arrangements as, to hours of labor.

No ,5—At the jpresent time there is
in government ¢outracts a provisiony
that the contragtor shall pay all per-
sons employed by him not less that
the wages current in. %he district in
which the work is being carried on for
competent workmen and iaborers,

No. 6—Provision was made in the
estimates this year for a grant of
$20,000 to the 'ij&nwﬁlle ‘Sanitarium
and the government has decided to
give that institution tHe same aid to-
wards maintenance "as hospitals re-
ceive under the Hospital Act. The
erection of a bullding feor advanced
stages of tuberculosis is now receiv-
ing attention' from the government.

The cost at the present time, however’
is too great to permit of this being
done all at once.

No. 13.—An amendment to, the
Stteam Boller's Inspection Ac't, 1901,
has been passed at the present ses-
sion to meet certain gases,  but this
does ‘not affect the efficiéency of the
‘Act regarding qualification for en-
gineers,

The Executive ' Council does not
contemplate government ownership of
coal mines, - lumber .industries or
telephoid2s as requested in this sec-
tion.

Government’s Bill Is Passed in Diet
Without Change—S8ocialists
Talk Strike

BERLIN, March 16.—The Diet today
passeéd without essential changes the
government’s ' Prussian suffrage bill
The vote was 238 to 188.

The majority for the measure was
composed of the Conservative and Free
Consgervative parties, only two members
of which refused to support it. The
minority’ was made up of the National
Liberals, Progressive -People's party,
Foles and Socialists, °

Before the vote was taken Chancellog
Van Bethmann Hollweg announced
that the government would not_consent
to direct and secret balloting, but must
hold fundamentally to the Dbill &s in-
troduced, and which leaves the exlsting
three-class property system . virtuslly
intact.

Philadelphia  Rapid - Transit
- Company and Striking Car-
men Appear to Be as Far

WITH NO RESULT

Main Point in Dispute Is Re-
instatement of Strikers—
Leader Mahon's Views of
Strike Situation

PHILADELPHIA, March 15.—An-
other meeting was held today between
Geo. H. Earle one of the city’s repre-
sentatives on the board of directors of
the Rapid Transit Co. and the strike
leaders in an endeavor to find some
basis on ‘which the strike might be
settled. -

After the meeting Mr. Earle said:
“Nobody's position has been changed,
nor -is there a present prospect that it
will-be. The discussion, however, was
carried on in the very best of spirit,
and I think each _side now fully appre-
ciates the.difficulty and the position
of the other.  The unmion wanted all
the men not only taken back, but
given their former runs. Mr. Kruger
stated as definitely as he could yes-
terday that that would involve a
breach of faith with the men who had
remained on the cars and that the
company would never agree to it.

At the close of the conference Mr.
Mahon said: ‘Practically nothing was
done of importance this afternoon that
changes the situation at all from last
night. Mr. Stokes simply asked us to
comeé here and meet Mr. Earle. We
did so, but’ during the discussion
nothing was sald or done that places
us any nearer a settlement. Mr. Earle
met us in & very friendly spirit, and
treated us very fairly. We went over
a lot of old ground. I will not say
whether or not the return to work of
the company’s employes or the dis-
charge of the strike-breakers was
made an issue.  The public knows our
attitude; that it is for peace, under
honorable terms.”

MORE TARIFF TALK

WASHINGTON, March 16.—The
French and Canadian = tariffs were
again the subject of conference at the
‘White : Houge today. Ambassador
Jusserand of France called to see the
President immediately after luncheon.

Later
the president saw Jameés Macdonald,
of Toronto, and then consulted with
Secretary of State Knox and members
of the tariff board.

OTTAWA, March 16,—There is no
likelihood of any change in the atti-
tude of Canada on the tariff question
soon. The Canadian government came
to .a decisiop with itg eyes open, and
that decision was not to grant the
benefits' of the French treaty to the
United States in return for the mini-
mum American tariff.

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LIQUOR TRANSPORTATION

Senate Passes Sir R. Scott’s Bill to
Strengthen Canaca Temper-
] ance Act

OTTAWA, March 16.—In the senate
today it was announced that Judge
Girouard would attend the senate
chamber tomorrow afternoon for the
purpose of giving sanction as acting-
governor-general, 'to measures so far
passed. -

In resuming the debate on the bill
to regulate the transportation of liquor,
Sir Richard Scott replied to some of his
critfcs. He stated that the people of
Prince Edward Island- had supported
prohibition for twenty-five years, and
now wanted their law /strengthened by
an act to prevent liquor being sent into
the province. If the people of that
province wanted prohibition and wanted
this law they should have it. The
Prince Edward Island law made gener-
ous provisions for alcoholic liquors be-
ing allowed for sacramental, medical
and industrial purposes, and for the in-
dividual, but not for the dealer. There
was no. use saying that the people of
Prince Edward Island were really not
in favor of prohibition: The facts were
too strong. The people were in favor of
it, and it had practically abolished the
liquor traffie in the #province.

The senate decided upon Senator
Domville’s amendment’ that the bill be
given a six months’ hoist, defeated by
22 to 12.

The amendment was declared lost and
the bill was given its second reading.

Railway Officials in Conference
With Trainmen and Con-
-ductors Agree o Wages and
Other Questions

e

NEW YORK, March 16.—The New
York Central and Hudson River rail-
way and its controlled lines, includ-
ing the Lake Shore and Michigan
Southern, Michigan Central, Boston &
Albany and Big Four, reached a tacit
understanding this afternoon after an
all-day’s conference with the Broth-
erhood of Railway trainmen and the
Order of Railway Conductors, ,that
there would be no strike because of.
the fact.of concessions. In the nego-
tiations for an increase in wages and
changes in the working schedules,
both sides made liberal concessions,
and when the conference was ended
both sides joined in a statement that
there was not the least likelihood of a
strike.

Thirty-two members of the two
unions were in the conference with
Vice-President and General Manager
A. H. Smith' and Assistant Managers
Bradfield of Buffalo and Crowley of
Albany. The terms on which they
agreed will now be submitted to Pres-
ident W. C. Brown of the Central and
to the board of directors, and it is un-
derstood that they will be ratified.
These terms will be accepted and put
in force on all of'the N. Y. C. lines.
The result of the conference, it was
said, would mean a minimum in-
crease of 3 per cent. to the highest
paid trainmen and conductors and a
maximum of 1 per cent. to the lowest
paid. Also many changes are to be
made in the working schedule.

The threatened strike of the fire-
men on the western lines has greatly
confused the situation here. The con-
ductors and trainmen hope to have
their difficulties 'settled before the
firemen presented their demands for a
new. working schedule and- increased
pay, which will be presented jointly
by the conductors and trainmen in a
few days on the FErie and Central
railways of New Jersey. -

President W. J. Lee, of the Train-
men, and President A. B. Garretson,
of the Conductors, will go to New
Haven, Conn., in a day or two, to
canvass the strike vote now being ta-
ken on the New York, New Haven &
Hartford railway. They will be ac-
companied by the five vice-presidents
of each of'the two national orders
now in this city. The grand council
of both unions held a preliminary
onference in this city today.

ALBERTA’S FIGHT

Government Is Forced to Agree to
Amendment Introduced by
Insurgents

EDMONTON, March 16—By an
unanimous vote at 10 o’clock tonight
the legislature dgreed to the appoint-
ment of a royal commission, consisted
of Justices Harvey, Beck and Scott,
of the suprefe court, to investigate the
Great Waterways deal. ' The vete was
recorded after one of the most strenu-
ous fights in the history of the proy-
inge, and was only reached after the
governinent had acceded to all of the
insurgents’ demands.

SUB-CONTRACTS
TO BE LET AT ONCE

Whole Section Between Ab-
botsford and Hope Likely to
Be Under Construction With-
in Six Weeks

VANCOUVER, March 16.—Con-
struction work on the V., V. & E.
railway at Abbotts ford is about to be
started. Alex. Kellett, of Spokane,
superintendent of the firm of J. W.
Stewart & Co., contractors, is in the
city today conferring with J. H. Ken-
nedy, chief engineer of the Hill line.

Mr. Kellett left this afternoon for
Abbottsford, where he will establish
headquarters for the contractors. The
firm intend to erect there a large
warehouse for the storage of sup-
plles. He will be accompanied to
that point by a number of sub-con-
tractors, including ‘Martin Welch, of
Spokane, who intends to tender for
various sections of the work between
Abbottsford and Hope, a distance of
about fifty-one miles. The entire line
has been located, and the surveys are
now being revised by engineering
parties.

Mr. Kellett intimated that grading
outfits are now en route to the scene
of the point where the first work will
be undertaken. It will prove of a
heavy character, and it is proposed to
use several steam shovels. Six weeks
at the latest,will see the construction
camps established along' the route,
and the entire Fraser 'river valley
section under contract to' sub-con-
tractors,
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BERLIN, Mareh 16.—A wireless
pocket telegraph apparatus was ex-
hibited by the inventer, Prof. Crebo-
tani, during a scientific lecture before
an audience of persons engaged in the
various branches of scientific investi-
gation last night. The instrument
consisted of a wooden base with the
letters of the alphabet thereupon ar-
ranged in a circle. A small metal in-
dicator swings on a pivot in the cen-
tre, so adjusted as to respond to ‘the
wireless: dot and Jdash currents and
to spell out the message. The appar-
atus is very simple. It is somewhat
larger than the ordinary card case.
Prof. Crebotani declared that'a French
journalist had attributed to him er-
roneously the invention of a wireless
pocket telegraph instrumeat some
time ago. He wrote to the journal
denying the invention. However, his
etter was not published, and accord-
ingly nothing remained for him in the
way of vindication except to invent
the apparatus described. which he
proceeded to do.
