under the lantern tower. Inside the Abbey 
the picture was one of surpassing beauty. 
The lords and ladies had arrived early. Many 
of them confessed that they had not break­
fasted and exchanged sandwiches and wines. 
On the entrance of the Queen the scene was 
simply dazzling. The ladies displayed their 
jewels, which flashed and reflashed as they 
reflected the rays of the sunbeams. When 
the Queen reached the dais ehe looked very 
pale and somewhat fatigued, but she soon re­
covered and wore a bright and composed 
countenance throughout the sermon in her 
honor. She was surrounded by thirty mem­
bers of the Royal family. In the Abbey 
three tiers of galleries with seats were erect­
ed, seating about 10,000 persons. The peers 
and their wives were seated in the eonth 
transept, the ambassadors and diplomatic 
corps right and left of the peers, members of 
the house of Commons in the north transepts 
while the seats for members of the reigning 
families of Europe, etc., were within the 
communion rails. All the great learned 
societies and corporations were represented, 
whilst the notables of law, science, art end 
agriculture and workingmen’s representatives 
from all parts of the kingdom, had seats duly 
allotted to them. When the services, which 
were conducted according to the programme, 
were completed, the Queen’s sons knelt and 
kissed her hand. Then, on their arising, ehe 
kissed their cheeks in return. The princesses 
were the next to go through this ceremony. 
The Queen kissed some of the latter twice, 
especially the Princess of Wales and Princess 
Beatrice. This was followed by a general 
hand ehaking among the royalties and the 
nobility. The Queen bestowed two resound­
ing smacks upon the lips of the Crown Prince 
Frederick William. The princesses all wore 
bright dresses.

A Touching Service in West­
minster Abbey.

From Monday's St. John Sun.
A somewhat secluded settlement in Sun­

bury County is now undergoing a sensation 
which is not the less because the details of 
the exciting occurrences have not hitherto 
been given to the world through the news­
papers. The case contains a disappearance 
under circumstances which bas given rise 
to suspicions of foul play ; accusations against 
end a prosecution of a number of persons 
charged with having the missing man’s goods 
unlawfully in possession, and with unlawfully 
taking them from his house; and some won­
derful achievements of a St. John man in 
the way of second eight.

NOT BEEN BEEN SINCE.

On the 14th of June hie brother Robert laid 
information before Justice Duplisea of Tracy 
Station, setting forth that certain goods, the 
property of the missing man, ware in posses- 
eion of Thomas O. Nason, Israel Nason, Jere­
miah Dewett and Manning Phillips, all of 
Hardwood Creek Settlement. The inform- 
ant asked for a search warrant, which was 
accordingly issued and placed in the hands 
of Constable Reed. This officer visited the 
houses of these parties and seized a number 
of articles, which were subsequently pro­
duced. Warrants to arrest were issued 
against the four persons above named, and in 
response, the accused appeared in court, where 
inquiry commenced on June 16th and con­
tinued on the 16tb, and at the conclusion of 
the examination all the accused were com­
mitted for trial. In the case of Thomas O. 
Nason bail was refused, the prisoner subse­
quently escaped, but was re-arrested by Con­
stable Reed and committed to jail, where he 
now is. Robert Smith a brother of the miss­
ing man when interviewed Saturday said :—

" I saw in the Sun last winter that Oliver 
D. Smith, my brother, was missing. I wrote 
to Rev. T. O. Dewitt, who lives in Sunbury, 
asking for information, who offered to help 
me. I then came to St. John and called 
upon Professor W. Hunter, fortune teller, 
who told me that my brother’s property had 
been stolen from his house at Hardwood 
Creek, and gave me a minute description of 
the place, and of the persona who took the 
goods.

QUEEN TOOK HER DEPARTURE, 

returing to Buckingham Palace by the same 
route as she took just half a century ago. 
The Queen, on her arrival at the palace, 
seemed fairly overcome by the loyalty dis­
played by her subjects.

Nsxt afternoon ehe received the homage 
of the foreign princes and others, and the 
presents in commemoration of her jubilee. 
At the children’s fete in honor of the Queen’s 
Jubilee, held the same day in Hyde Park, 
30,000 little ones were present. They were 
arrayed on the great lawn and made a pretty 
picture. The Prince and Princess of Wales 
and their sons and daughters, accompanied 
by a number of royal guests, visited the 
Park during the fete. The children at once 
freed themselves from restraint, broke the 
rope barriers, and rushed pell mell towards 
the visitors, and packed themselves in solid 
groups around them. All etiquette vanished 
and the princes and princesses, who seemed 
delighted at their position, mixed among the 
children with perfect freedom and pleasure. 
All at once the children began to sing "God 
Bless the Prince of Wales.” They sang in 
every key, but their earnestness and enthus­
iasm made up for the Jack of harmony. The 
visitors then made their way to the platform 
erected for their accommodation. The 
Queen soon arrived. When it was announced 
that she was coming, the children massed 
themselves in an orderly manner along both 
sides of the road over which her Majesty’s 
carriage passed, and moved with it towards 
the stand, the assembled bands playing the 
National Anthem, which the children all 
sang with grand effect.

The Queen reached and ascended the 
platform while the music was proceeding. 
At its conclusion she presented a memorial 
cup to a little girl who bad been selected to 
represent all the children assembled. When 
the Queen departed the whole assembly sang 
“Rule Britannia.” Mrs. Gladstone end 
Lord Spencer were present.

Drugged Beer.

Dr. E. H. Bartley, chemist to the Brook­
lyn Health Department, has recently made 
some discoveries which it will not be pleas- 
ent for beer bibbers to contemplate. Le 
examination of different kinds of bottled 
beer, including some of the Western beers, 
shows that they contain salicylic acid. The 
Medical Record states that the amount of 
thia acid required to preserve beer is about 
twelve or fifteen grains psr gallon, and it 
adds that “ salicylic acid, if taken continu- 
ously, tends to injure digestion end irritete 
tbe kidneys." The employment of this drug 
in tbe preservation of different articles of 
food end drink has increesed so much in 
Paris, that the French Government has 
already twice taken notion in the matter.

The University Encœnia.

Something ought to be done to 
popularize the University Encœnial 
exercises. As it is, the the attendance 
of the public is limited. Indeed it is 
necessarily so, because the capacity 
of the College Library where the ex­
ercises are held, will not contain very 
many people. It is doubtful, however, 
if the programme as constituted from 
year to year, would “draw,” even if 
tbe building furnished the necessary 
accommodation. The truth is, the 
proceedings are exceedingly dull and 
monotonous, and should be brightened 
up. A little music for instance, some 
sharp, practical speeches, and an in­
dependent criticism of University 
work might be points that could be 
introduced with good effect, and the 
programme might be carried out in 
some place accessible to tbe [public, 
whose property the University is. 
We believe that President Harrison 
has thoroughly at heart the welfare 
and success of the Institution, and is 
willing to listen to any reasonable 
suggestion to that end.

We shall soon have the new Rail­
way Bridge across the St. John river 
here, for which Parliament, through 
the exertions of Mr. Temple, furnishes 
a loan of $300,000. Mr. Abbott of 
the Dominion Bridge Company, was 
here Monday, and with Mr. Temple, 
inspected the proposed site. He will 
come back in two weeks to estimate 
the ooet of the superstructure. Mr. 
Temple expects that the piers will be 
completed before ice again forms in 
the river.

Sir Richard Cartwright, Mr. Mc- 
Mullin and other members of the Grit 
party in Parliament again persistently 
opposed the granting of railway subsi- 
dies, among which was tbe additional 
sum of $70.400 granted to the Wood- 
stock and Fredericton Railway.

Mr. Clarke Wallace raid there were at 
least 6,000 Grit magistrates in Ontario, and 
most of them were totally unfit for the posi­
tion. Some of them could not sign their 
neme nor read the statutes. He thought it 
was a farce to send the statutes to those men. 
In his county during the last sixteen years 
not a single Conservative had been appointed.

Mr. Langelier (Quebec) said the Tory 
Government in Quebec improved on the Grit 
Government in Ontario. They not only did 
not appoint Liberals, but the Mousseau Gov­
ernment revoked the commission of Liberal 
magistrates appointed in 1603. When Mr. 
Mercier came into power he did not think 
there was a single Liberal magistrate in 
Quebec.

Mr. Chapleau said that he had nothing to 
say again tbe Liberal Government of Quebec 
at the present moment. (Laughter.) He did 
not know why the Opposition laughed. He 
did net abusa their friends. He might say 
something against thee, but this was not the 
time for it. Those gentleman in Quebec 
were too busy dismissing Conservatives regis­
trars and sheriffs to make magistrates. Until 
the large batch recently appointed, there 
were 1,700 magistrates in Quebec, 4,000 in 
New Brunswick (oh), 4,000 in Nova Scotia 
(oh), and 7,000 in Ontario (oh). He had 
communicated with the different Liberal and! 
Conservative Provincial Governments asking 
them to appoint two gentleman ae presidents 
or custos of the court in each municipality to 
whom copies of the statues would be for- 
warded.
