The gathering was very
large, numbering about two,thousand, and it was
orderly in proportion, good nature being displayed
all round.

Chairman Evans doffed his plug, rang the bell and
called order about 820. He trusted both side
would listen with patience®and respect, and said
this temple [ironical laughter| was built for freedom
of speech,  He galled upon the reform candidate for
Centre Toronto to open the meeting.

Mr. Edgar was bl:ﬁ cheered as he made his way«
thro <h the crowd ascended the platform. The
chaii :nan introduced him with much pleasure, and
therc was a rencwal of applause.

He denounced the gerry-
mandering bill as-cowardly and unfair, when a1 an
in_the audience spoke up ani s id the old boy (Sir
John) knew what he was about when he introduced
it. He thought the talked of steel rail association
was an attempt to bambozzle workmen. (Cheers.)

the ge! andering bill, and took up considerable
time on ufacturing question, claiming that
manufactirers had  better profits, sold goods
cheaper apd paid more wages under the N.P. than
they did,before 1879.

T say he has
and what is the reeult of this? 1Is itnot success on
every hand? Though prices are now ve'y high yet
competition will cure this, and before many yeais,
if the protective tariff continué, the cost of living
will be about 50 per eent less than itis at present,
and still the manufacturer will have a fair profit
And now the opposition are raising the cry that the
moral tone of the { male portion of our eommunity
empleyed in factories 1s verylow. Iam at present
employing a great number of female hands ; yet I
can make hold to state that their morality is as good
as that of theiraccusers, The charge that coloniza-
tion companies have got monopolies unduly is a
downright slander. Whatever favors the gov-
ernment distribute the are equally dispensed,
and unless the companies work well and fulfil their
engagéments the government has retained the
right to cancel the agrecment. It would be a very
pupular thing indeed to remove the coal tax from
Ontario, but we should remember that this govern-
ment is dealing ®ith the affairs of the Domwinion,
and not with those of one provinee, The people of
Ontario do not pay the whole of the 50c. duty ;
the producer pays part. [Cheers. | In
Ontario, we can manufacture goods for
the world; in the Northwest we can
grow wheat suflicient for the world ; truly this is a
xrand confederation ; and why should we then at-
tempt to disorcanize it by setting one province
against another ? :

THE M'MURRICH MERTING.

Disorder at the Close.

A meeting called in the interests of Mayor
McMurrich was held Jast night in Scholes’ Lall at

Queen and Dundas streets, and »s thé ball was not
large enough to accommodate the crowd that
assembled, the addresses were delivered in an en-

closure outside.
The meeting was called to order by the chairman,

who dealt with the issues before the electors in a
masterly style. After J. A. Fraser, jr., made a few
remarks on the conservative side.

Mayor McMurrieh was introduced and delivered
a telling speech, getting a remarkably good hearing,
Hefirst dealt with the syndicate bargain, showii g
thatit was money taken out of the people’s poekets
to enrich speculators, and denied that the second
syndicate was got up for an election cry. He asked
were not such men as Gilmour, Howland and others
who had deposited $1,360,000 as a guarantee to carry
out the contract at & mush smaller cost a8 good as
the St. Paul syndicate. Mr. McMurrich clearly
defined his ition in reference to the national
policy. He thought protection necessary in order
to maintain a revenue tariff, but it was
necessary that articles such as coal, breadstuffs,
etc., should be placed within the reach ofithe work-
ingmen ‘who had topay the present high duty.
Althoigh coal was dear it would be 50 cents a ton
clieaper were the duty on it abolished. The tak-
ing the tax:hff coal would not interfere in the least
with the'eoal trade of Nova Scotia and were the
duty taken off it would not interfere with the
laboring man. He did not want to raise a Sectional
issue, but he thought it was time we were to a
certain extent managing our own affairs, and al-
though Quebec had gone back on her pretensions
at the time of confederation it would be
seen that in  the coming struggle. Ontario
would come out the victor, [Great cheering. |
In reference to the boundary award he thought it
unworthy of any party to impugn the honor or
ability of the gentlemen who made the award,. The
late Chief Justice Harrison and Sir Francis Hincks,
although conservatives, were both gentlemen whose
honor and judgment could be implicitly ..relied
upon. [Loud cheers |

A man named Brown then asked what his opinions
were in regard to the slanders heaped upon the fac-
tory girls inour country. Mr. MoMurrich repu:
dia the story of his having an connection with
the report, but said that the Glo| received its au-
thority from the proprietor of one of the largest
cotton mills in the Dominion,

James Beaty, jr., who at that time entered, was
invited to speak, which he Jid, receiving a fair hear-
ing. Mr. Oakle v attempted to ask Mr. Beaty some
questions but a half-dozen of the friends of the last
named gentleman’s policy were apparently bent
that no one else should be accorded a hearing and
80, headed by a Mr. Denison, an architect, kept upa
continual uproar.

Mr. McDonald of the Oshawa furniture company
then spoke for an hour in defence of the reform prin-
ciples, but the interruptions were so loud and con
tinuous that none of his speech could be heard.

Ald. Boswell then took the stand and a8 Mr. Mec-
Donald hac not a ghost of & chance it was determined
by the refomerrs that the worthy ajderman should
not beallowed to speak. Mr Boswell however stood
for about an hour endeavoring to make his remarks
audible but as far as the crowd was concerned no
sound came from the speaker’s lips.

After the people had shouted themselves hoarse
three cheers were given for the queen and the candi-
dutes, and the meeting dispersu’l. .

Mr. Gray at Yerkville,

A consideral.le gathering assembled last night-at
Yorkville to hear Mr. John Gray of Prescott speak
on the subject of the N. P. The meeting was open-
ed by Mr. John Hague who spoke of | the benefit of
manufacturing industry to a country, and iilustrat-
ed it by details of his own experience at Sheflield,

England. Mr. Gray then gave an oration on the
advantages of protection. He traced the degradation
of countries like Mexico to the absenee of manufac-
tures and the stimulus of internal trade. He proved
that the cultivation of cereals had declined in Eng-
land since 1846. It was only protection which could
possibly give a country what was the main spring of
native prosperity, ‘‘the purchasing power.” How-
ever dear the necessaries of jife might be for a time,
thisgid not matter if the purchasing power was
auﬂxled in proportion. Canada had in 1878 giv-
€n a promissory note in favor of the N. P.; that note
she was now called on to redeemat the impending
election,

Mr. Gray’s oration was heard with great attention
and may be considered a decided success. He is a
rapid speaker without much fire or rhetorical
oraament, but witha clear logical manner which is
impressive.

(To the Editor of the Mail.)

Sir,—I find Mr. O’Keefe has favored me with a no-
tice in your issue of this day, for which I beg to re-
turn him my thanks, thache has allowed me the op-
portunity to state through your journal that the
Catholic meeting held in Albert hall on Waednpesday
the 14th inst., wasone of the largest of Catholic elec-
torsever he.d in this city. I find there were over
1000 circulars issued through the Toronto postotfiee,
and that the names were taken immediately from the
voter’s list, and that theattendance comprised a
much greater number. j may further state
that shere were no instruciions from
me to send circulars to any of my
fellow-Catholic+ in particular, nor to omit any (al-
though the party sending them had authority to use
my name). In fact I had no knowledge whatever of
who had cireulars sent them until I met the gentie-'
men in the hall.

Now, Mr. Editor, if one thousand circulars can be
sent to Catholic electors in this city indiseriminate-
ly, and none of them can stiil:e a Catholic conser
vative, I fear Mr. O’Keefe’s friends will not be grate-
ful to him for the admission, but the difficulty may
be he does not know who are Catholic conservatiy. 8,
and he only recently jumped the fence, the malt tay
being, I Lelieve, his reason for so doing, and no
doubt from his standpoint a very obvious one.
Unfortunately Mr. O’Keefe has all his life, which
his best friends know too well, been iuconsistent,
for here he blames me for doing the very thing
]he approvesof in the concluding paragraph” of his

etter :

“In eonclusion I would say let there be no more
pandering to the religious prejudices of the people ;
