London, May 26.—The Standard says that 

no one can be surprised at the strong feeling 
which exists in Newfoundland over the fish­
eries question. We fear that France b 
aware of our embarrassment and b trading 
upon it England b ready and anxious to 
offer oomnensation, preferably cash, for the 
surrender of French rights, and nothing but 
churlishness can prevent its acceptance; but 
it is certain that eventually the necessity for 
satisfying the Canadians most weigh more 
with ns than a desire, however sincere, to 
propitiate a foreign and unaccommodating 
state.

Lord Knnteford, colonial secretary, has re­
ceived an angry address to the Queen from 
the Newfoundland Legislature. The ad­
dress proteste in the strongest man­
ner against French aggressions, bounties 
and smugglings, which it says the 
Englbh Government appears to tolerate and 
absolutely declines to consent to arbitration 
of the lobster dispute. The Legislative calls 
upon the Imperial Government to cause the 
removal of the lobsters and to stop all fishing 
privileges until the bounties are abolished,

William Smith Found Guilty et Sending
Abusive Letters to Jennie Hickey, 

Whom He Had Betrayed.
A ease of considerable interest involving 

the tending of two threatening letters to a 
young girl named Jennie Hickey was tried 
before Judge McDougall la the Court of 
General Sessions yesterday. The name of 
the prisoner who stood up In the dock to 
answer to the charge b William Smith, a 
resident of Toronto, and the owner, as it b 
alleged by the Crown, of a not too creditable 
reputation. The facts which led up to the 
sending of the letters constitute the old 
story of confidence and subsequent betrayal. 
It seems that about two years ago the girl, 
then a little over 15 years of age, was led 
astray by Smith under promise of marriage. 
She became an inmate of the Burnside 
Lying-in Hospital Upon being dis­
charged she went to the Infante’ Home, 
where for six months she worked tor her liv­
ing. Some time after leaving him the child 
of which she was the mother died. In the 
meantime, it was alleged, the prboner re­
fused to contribute to the girl’s BumSort and 
she was compelled to enter service in a Rich- 
mond-street domicile. She then positively 
refused to marry Smith, but he was assidu­
ous in his attentions and endeavored once 
more to renew their relationship. At last he 
sent her the letters which led to the case 
bring" brought into court. They are meet 
illiterate and violent,and from their contents 
It would appear that in penning them Smith 
was largely actuated by feelings of jealousy 
against some more favored suitor. They 
were produced in court and read as fellows:

Kiss Me One# More, Darling.
Toboxto, May 6, I860.

Jennie,—I have a man on the track to look 
after you and I won’t be very far be­
hind him all the time, Jennie. I will 
make you come back to me. You were 
gone to get me arrested last night You have 
got to come back and see me and tell me what 
you left me for. I wish you would get me Into 
court: I will have you yet or I will die, and 
must die too. I will not give you peace un 
get you again. Jennie, you broke my heart.

Charlie Lyons of 
168 Strachan-avenue, a young man who was 
assisting, him in handling the wood, 
helped him to hb feet and volunteered to go 
home with him.

The foreman of the department, William 
Shelton of 937 Queen-street west, however, 
thought that Marshman had simply been 
winded by the blow and told Lyons that he 
had better remain at hb work. The deceased, 
who was a very quiet man, complained but 
slightly, and as the blow left comparatively 
little mark Shelton simply allowed the man

This was on June 15, 1888. Eight days 
later he reached Konin. His stay with hto 
friends there was undisturbed until Dec. 24 
in that year, when two policemen suddenly 
made their appearance at a friend’s honss 
where Kempinski was about to sit down to 
dinner, and arrested him. On the way to the 
prison he asked, “What to the charge against 
me? What have I donef’ The officers inti­
mated that it was none of hto business.

The burgomaster whom he eg 
prison, although more civil, Was 
answer the same questions. None of the 
officials ever told him why he was arrested, 
and he was never brought before a court to 
be tried, but a friend came to the prison and 
informed him that he was to be exiled to 
Siberia on the charge of having left Russia 
without the permission of the government.

A rumor spread through the town that the 
prisoner’s friends intended to force an en­
trance into the jail and set him free. Ac­
cordingly the chief of police bad him re­
moved in handcuffs to the city of Kaltocfa, 51 
vente distant At KaUscb he was cousigned 
to A cell to the middle of. the prison, where 
he remained for four days and a half Kem­
pinski described this place as swarming with 
vermin and so dark that he could not realise 
its horrors when he first entered it, until an 
officer lighted a match. A few days of this 
was enough to entitle him to admission to the 
prison hospital, where hto body gradually re­
sumed its normal size.
