The Promoters of the Scheme Make Pub­

lic Their Plan-A Free Site From 
the Government.

The promoters of the proposed new 
hotel have issued a circular setting forth 
their plans. They are the same as set 
forth in The World a few weeks ago. 
After referring to the fact that the de­
sirability of establishing a magnificent 
new hotel has been discussed for some 
years, they point out that in the ordin­
ary course of events several years may 
elapse before such a hotel will be built. 
Continuing, tlie cirfculax says: For inarny 
reasons it is most important that the 
undertaking should nojw, if possible, be 
pressed forward, the conditions being 
such as to place the scheme upon a basis 
at once businesslike and reasonable; and 
if the hearty co-operation of all parties 
interested is secured the project will be 
made absolutely certain of accomplish­
ment.

These conditions are as follows :
1. A free site of the requisite area in 

a central and convenient location.
2. Stock subscriptions by the public to 

the extent of. $200,000.
3. The obtaining of the capital requir- 

ed for construction and equipment (over 
and above the subscription stock) at the 
lowest possj'ble rate, so as to reduce the 
interest charges to a minimum.

Respecting the site, the Board, of Trus­
tees of the Toronto University have de­
cided to recommend the Ontario Govern­
ment to grant for the proposed hotel a 
site free of cost ou the northwest corner 
of Kiug and Simcoe-streets, comprising 
a frontage of 225 feet in King-street, by 
a full depth of the property, to Adelaide, 
with a street -66 feet wide on, the west 
of the hotel site.

Wjth respect to the condition regard­
ing stock subscriptions, it is proposed 
that a joint stock company be incor­
porated with a capital of $500,000, of 
which $200,000 shall be subscribed 
fore operations are commenced, .the re­
maining $300,000 to be retained ior the 
purpose of providing capital for future 
extension and additions, if required.

Comiug now to the question of ob­
taining capital at a low rate of interest, 
it is imperative that, in addition to a 
free site, some other strong inducement 
should be offered to capitalists in order 
to obtain funds at a minimum rate by 
the issue of debentures. In all under­
takings of the character proposed, the 
element of risk which necessarily per­
tains thereto debars the promoters from 
obtaining the requisite capital at a low- 
rate of interest; and the difficulty iu 
this case can only be effectually over­
come by the guarffn^ee of the bonds by 
the city of TororooT Such a proposition 
may at first sig$t appear to be ill-ad­
vised, but an examination of the subject 
will show that it is tnot so. The pro­
moters of the hotel do not propose to 
come to the city authorities asking for 
a bonus in aid of the undertaking, al­
though in the past bonuses have been 
granted to undertakings much ieçs likely 
to benefit the city; but they merely ask 
a guarantee of the bonds, such guarantee 
not to exceed 70 per cent. o| the value 
of the completed establishment.

In support of the opinion that the 
present is the most favorable time for 
commencing this undertaking, it may be 
safelv affirmed that at no future time 
is it* likely thath the hotel could be 
erected so cheapîy, as all building ma­
terials are now at a minimum as to 
prit&e, and never has there been, iU the 
history of the city, a period when the 
employment of the labor involved in the 
erection of such buildings would prove 
so bénéficiât
