party was assured, as it had been
achieved in the past. (Loud cheers.)
Referring to the Intercolonial Confer-
ence he expected |great rasults would flow
from it. He highly eulogized in this
eonnection the services rendered to the
Dominion by Lord Aberdeen and Lord
Jersey.
Mariin Respousible for Religious Friction,
Now he had to refer to one of those
miserable matters which seemed ever-
lastiugly to crop up in this country.
When Confederation took place it was
thought that questions of race and re-
venge would be sunk. Yet to-day the

_ country was face to face with a great

burning question—the Manitoba school is-
sue. He bLriefly sketched the circumstauces
leading up to the passage of the Mani-
toba School Act of 1890. Up to that
time peace and harmony bhad prevailed,
and it remained for the member for Win-
nipeg, Mr. Martin, and his friends, to
create the existing friction. Relying on
their rights, the Roman Catholic min-
ority had appealed to the foot of the
Throne. He traversed . the history of

+ the ‘question step by step from 1890 up

to the issue of the Remedial Order of a
few weeks ago. The Governor-in-Coun-
cil had no other alternative than to

* ‘hear the appeal made to it; this was a

duty thrust upon it by the Judicial Com-
mittee of the Privy Council. Manitoba
mequiesced in that hearing by having
counse]l present. All that had been done
by the Federal Government was to

1 ‘pand the matter over entirely to the
" ° Province of

Manitoba. He sincerely
boped, under these circumstances, that

" “an amicable arranzement would be made

and that the Provincial Legislature
would see its way clear to restore any
rights and privileges of which the
minority had been unjustly deprived, as
found by the Privy Council. \

Deilcit Due to Depression.

Dealing with the question of trade, he
said the Opposition could mnot object
to a deficit, as they would be simply
face to face with an old friend. (Laugh-
ter) It was, however, unusualiunder a
Conservative administration, but there
were reasons for it. Depression had
prevailed all over the world, but in a
startlingly less degree in Canada than
elsewhere, This he = believed to

due to our  présent fiscal
policy. (Cheers and Opposition laughter.)

Mr, Laurier and his friends had been sigh-
ng for a constituency to be opened in
order that they might test the trade
- issue, but where was the illustrious Lib-

Completion of Confederation.
Referring to the Newioundland gques-
tion Mr. Dennett said he was glad that
Hou. R. Bond, when here, had given
some information which tended to disa-
buse the minds of Canadians of false no-
« tions relating to the island. He trust-

“+ ed the present negotiations would re-

sult in the uniou of the island so that
from the Pacific, which laved the gold-
en sands of British Columbia, to the rock-
bound coast of Newfoundland, facing the
billows of the stormy Atlantic,the whole
would be included within Canadian Con-
federation. . (Loud cheers.)

Mr. Belley of Chicoutimi seconded the
adress. .Speaking in French on behali
of the Rowan Catholics of Quebee, he
thanked the Goverument for the aet of
justice they had rendered to the Catho-
lic minority in Manitoba. y

Mr. Laurier.

Mr. Laurier, on rising at 4.20, was
loudly cheered by his followers. He
tomplimented the mover and seconder on
the.m&uuer in which they had discharged
their duty, He expressed surprise that
they had not remonstrated against Par-
liawment being called so late, instead of
&t the time forced by an unwritten law of
Parliament. :

Laurier’s Eulogy of 8ir John Thompson.

Mr. Laurier continued: My friend from
East Simcoe (Mr. Bennett) spoke elo-
quently and well and most feelingly on
the death of Sir John Thompson. I can
re-echo everything he said in that re-
spect. The death of Sir John Thomp-
son was a most shocking one. When
a man is struck by the hand of death
in the fulness of his years aiter a long
career, after a career of great useful-
ness to himself-and his country, there
remains a feeling, even above the feel-
ing of grief, that after all death has
dealt kindly with him. Such was the
death of Sir John Macdonald. But
when a man is struck down when he
has hardly reached the summit of middle
life, when he has attained the full mea-
sure of his power, when his friends and
his country could look to him for -years
of useful work, then, sir, death carries
with it a sense of inexpressible bitter-
ness. Such was the death of Sir John
Thompson. In that respect it is per-
haps one of the saddest, perhaps alto-
gether the saddest death that our his-
tory records. In other respects I look
upon it as ome of the most glorious.
The fact that this Canadian Minister,
this Colonial Statesman, died under the
roof of the old Norman kings, when he
had just been sworn in as & member of
the Privy Council of that mhighty Em-
pire of which the old Norman kings
laid the ' foundation, but whi¢ch has
reached dimensions which their |wildest
dream of imagination never, I am sure,
contemplated, perhaps it is that such a
death, under such circumstances,
sad as it be, may be Ilooked
upon as a sacred consecration of
the majestic principle of unity of the
empire—(cheers)—a unity, not only of
land and water; umity, not only of is-
lands and continents, but a unity ofall
ereeds apd races, embraced in that
mighty empiie, giving to all, while pre-
serving their individuality, & common
pame and & common aspiration, ‘and
teaching to all ‘a salutary lesson  of
tolerance and mutual forbearance. (Gen-
eral cheering.) If the death ’of Sir John
Thompson were to result:in such a
lesson being learned by the Caunadian
people, I am sure we must all ' agree
that glorious indeed was his death, and
I am sure that for all ages his name
would be surrounded with a halo of
imperishable fame. (Loud cheers.)

Causes of the Deficit.

Coming to the Speech from the Throne,
he characterized it as drier than ever.
A few clauses in it rapped against each
other ominously. In past sessions the
speeches on the opening day were songs
of triumph., To-day there was mno joy
or exultation; to-day there was an ad-
mission that Canada was suffering, but
in a less degree than other countries.
The evils from which the country was
suffering were not merely evanescent.
They were caused by the immense pub-
lic debt and a high tariff.

Settlec the French Shore Question.

As to Newfoundland he re-echoed everyr
thing that appeared in the speech, al-
though he believed the negotiations came
at an inopportune time, because, and he
said it in no spirit of carping criticjsm,
Canada could ill afford to assume any
new burdens. Before -Newioundland en-
tered confederation ‘the ¥mperial Parlia-
ment should be calléd upon to settle the
French shore question, because so long as
it remained unsettled we could not close
our eyes to the fact that at any ! mo-
ment the whole confederation might ‘be
convulsed with one of those outbursts of
sentiment which we had seen too often.

The Manitoba Remedial Order.

Referring to the Manitoba schabl
question, he said the paragraph in the
speech was very discreet. During the
scent elections, however, the Ministers
were not so discreet. Sir Charles Tup-
per, Mr. Ouimet and Dr. Montague had
been very outspoken.

Mr. Ouimet (interrupting): * Where
were you ?” (Laughter.) 4

Mr. Laurier said that the language 1n
which thé Remedial Order was couched
was most unfortunate. A dictatorial
spirit pervaded the = Order, while it
should have been couched in a concilia-
tory tone to the Government of Mani-
toba, asking -them to modiiy the evils
created by their own legislation. He
thought that in the whole of the pro-
ceedings the Government had shown a
sad want of discretion. They should
have appealed to the ' Government of
Manitoba to redress the evil of which
the Catholics complained. At a later
period he (Laurier) would deal with
this question more at length. He ask-
ed himself what the Order-in-Council
meant. In one section of the country
it meant one thing and in another sec-
tion a different thing. In Vercheres
and Antigonish the people were told the
Government was pledged to interference.
In Haldimand the order was simply the
first and last of the action to be taken
by the Government. He (Laurier)had
been asked his opinion on the subject.
At a proper time he would give it. He
did: not see that he was eall-
ed wupon to advise the advis-
ors of his Excellency. (Hear,
hear,) He confessed he was ambitious
enough to advise the Governor, but he
would not advise the advisors of His
Exeellency. (Opposition laughter.) He
had been charged with all the crimes
in the ealendar, with wickeduess, cowar-
dice and incapacity, He acknowledged
at once it would be very presumptuous
for him to rush in where the Govera-

He
offered him the hearty congratula-
tions 4f the Liberal party. He
watched Mr. Foster’s progress step by
step in the House, and while not desiring
to flatter him he would frankly admit
that Mr. Foster had always been equal
to the expectation of his friends. From
the very bottom of his heart, he hoped
that the Finance Minister could dis-
charge the duties of his office with as
great ability as those who had preced-
ed him, but with more benefit to  the
country, although he had faint hopes
on that score. {(Laughter and loud
cheers.) o !
Foster Explains the Late Scssion.
Hon. G. E. Foster, who rose to reply
at 5.0, heartily thanked Mr. Laurier
for his kind and graceful words and com-
pliments to the mover and seconder of
the address. As to the late calling of
Parliament he did not think it such a
grave charge as Mr. Laurier wo
make it appear. Frankly speaking, the
real reasons, the ounly reasons, were
three:- The death of their lamented chief,
the Manitoba school question, which in-
volved certain action on the part of
the Government, which had been taken
as promptly as possible, and thirdly the
meeting of the Newfoundland Conierence.
If the bill was slim, as Mr, Laurier
charged, the members would not*be long
kept away from their homes.” Mr. Fos-
ter here reminded the House that Par-
liament had been called together géveral
times since 1867 in April and Mareh,and
that this present case was not a new
departure. :
Laurier's 8 fal © 1 ¢
Commenting on Mr. Laurier’s charge
that the Government had no mind of its
own as to a session or a dissolution.
Mr. Foster reminded him that on at
least one great question he, Mr.
Laurier, bad no mind of his own, or if
he had had concealed it most successfully.
It was no excuse. to say he would not
advise His Excellency’s advisors. As
leader of the Opposition it was his duty
to advise his purty and his constituents.
In a bright and pleasant way Mr.
Foster disposed of Mr. Laurier’s banter-
ing talk about fighting in the Cabinet
and ehowed up the hollowness of the vie-
tory claimed by Mr. Laurier in Quebec
West, for Mr. Dobell stood on a sound
Conservative platform and was not in
favor of unrestricted reciprocity or free
trade, as it exists in' Great Britain.
The Finance Minister keenly scored Mr.
Laurier for his blue ruin remarks and his
attack on protection. He reminded the
Opposition leader that Conservatives did
not claim that the N.P. would stop cyclea
of depression, but ouly that it would
moderate the effects of such periods, and
pointed out that in the only free trade
country of the world there had been a
prolonged period of agricultural depres-
sion still existing, that was without pre-
ced_ent in Great Britain’s recent history.
This was a matter for the free trade Op-
position to explain.
Reduced Tariff and the Deficit.,
Resuming ‘his -epeecir; “after reeess, Mr.
Foster dealt particularly with Mr.
Laurier’s criticisms of the finances. He
explained the exceptional circumstances
which led to a great falling off in reve-
nue, and claimed that, unlike the deficits
under a Liberal regime, the present Con-
servative \deficits were accompanied by
reductions in the tariff, sugar tax for
example, He predicted the Government
would soon get back to the equilibrium

| between expenditure and revenue.

Referring to the French treaty,he said
that it was essential to pass an act be-
fore the treaty could be ratified, in order
to remove certain doubts which existed.
Settiement of the French Shore Question

He agreed with Mr. Laurier that’ it
would be well if Newfoundland entered
Confederation. Mr. Laurier thought the
French shore question should be settled
By Great Britain and France. There is
a treaty., There are rights which France
claims under that treaty. He thought,
he might say without violating any confi-
dence,because blue books had been already
published, they had assumed a position
at the present time when we may.fairly
say that, with the agreement between
the Newfoundland Government and the
Home Gogvernment, legislation is likely
to be passed at the coming session of
the Newfoundland Legislature which
will settle that question agreeably to the
Government of Newfoundland and the
Government of Great Britain, and upon
a basis which will be accepted by France.
(Hear, hear.)

8ifton Ouiraged Political Deconcy.

Passing on Mr. Foster twitted the Li-
beral leader with failing to put up a
candidate in Haldimand, championing
the Government’s course in dealing
with the Manitoba school question. He
recited the progress of the case through
the courts and before the Privy Council,
showing that the Government had pro-
ceeded all through in a’ constitutional
manner. - The order issuedifiad two sides
said Mr: Laurier. So it had among his
foliowers, whom he refused to advise in
the matter. He deprecated any great
discussion of the Order at present, as
the matter had been referred to the
Manitoba Legislature, which had done a
wise and proper thing in taking time
to calmly consider it. He regretted that
Attorney-General Sifton of Manitoba had
taken the stump in Haldimand, and hurl-
ed defiance at the Federal “Government.
There was no greater instance 6f out -
raging political decency. (Cheers.) When
the Manitoba Legislature met in the
month of May ke hoped it would settle
this questions (Hear, hear.)

The 8 g ' Premler. -

In closing Mr. ioster eloquently re-
ferred to the death of Sir John Thomp-
son. He spoke of the circumstances
which led the late Premier to visit Eng-
land, followed by his death. In hes
native city with the tender blue sky
overhead, sorrowing multitudes " of
friends bent over the grave into which
his last mortal remains were laid. “We
may strew our flowers,” said the Min-
ister of Finauce, “we may drop our tears,
we may pay the last sad rites to the
dead. but after 'all has been done what
remains ? In one sense nothing, but in
another and deeper sense much remains.
There remains to us his memory, instinct
with loving reminiscences,p regnant with
noble impulses and ideals, for after all,
when we think of it, the career of Sir
John Thompson was a phenomenal ca-
reer. Known and loved by his intimate
friends, it may be truly said of him
that he came to be known in the public
life of Canada only ten short ycars ago;
one decade had seen his rise and also
his glorious and tragic death. In ju-
dicial matters he was without a peer.
In the height of his ambition, in the
summit of his career, his life went out
like noonday sun, shining bright and
glorious. (Cheers.) Let us  recog-
nize his virtues and emulate the man
who was loved by all.” He hoped there
would never be a decade in the history
of this country when there should not
be men equally strong, equally true and
equally patriotic as Sir John Thomp-
son. (Loud cheers.).

The Directors Issue a Circnlar Expinining
That the Falling Off is Due To Depres-
sion of Trade and Low Rates—Better

i Times Looked For-Severe Comments of
the London Fress.

London, April 19.~The Times and other
leading journals this morning advise the
Grand Trunk Railway stock-holders not
to send proxies to the directors for the
approaching annual meeting on April 80,
though some of the papers doubt the
fitness of Sir Charles Rivers-Wilson to
control the great railway.

The directors of the road have jssued a
circular, earnestly asking for proxies and
declaring their integrity. The circular

states that the credit of the company
has been greatly imperilled by tke re-
cent agitations, but the directors con-
tend that the unfortunate condition of
the road is due, not to mismanagement,
but to eircumstances entirely; beyond the
control , of the board of directors or
of the /management in Canada.

The directors’ half-yearly report, which
wae issued last evening, shows the net
revenue deficiency to be $488,420. The
passenger receipts decreased $902,305,
and the local freight decreased 77,000,-
000 tons, while through freight shows &
decrease of 41,000,000 tons. The gross
receipts declined 10 per cent. and the
working expenses declined 11 per cent.

Benefit of Afilliated Lines.

The board in their annual report de-
fend the acquisition of affiliated lines,
and publish a report made by Sir Joseph
Hiekson, showing that the Grand Trunk
received from these lines in 10 years $29,-
000,000 "in traffic, while the deficienciep
to make up the interest on payments
were $1,000,000, on a rebate of 8 1-2 per
cent. on the Grand Trunk earnings from
traffic interchanged, The adoption of a
different policy would have left the com-
pany with no through connections.

Sir Joseph adds: Surrounded on all
sides by hostile interests, its busines,
confined to the local traffic of the origi-
nal main line in Canada, would be eaten
into and competed for byt he very eom-
panies now under its control.

€anses of the Falling Of.

The real causes of the bad position of
the Grand Trunk Railway, Sir Joseph
says, ar ethe continued.depression, the
poor trade with the United States and
the low rates. The Board, he thinks,
is taking the only g)ossib]e remedial
measures, and by rigid economy the de-
pression is gradually lifting. The re-
port says that the working expenses
will be further reduced by cheaper coal
contracts, as a result of the probable
reduction of the Canadian bituminous
coal duty, and also by the cheaper pur-
chase of rails. The Board believes that
the company is about emerge from the
troubles of the past two years.

The Times declares that the defence
isf a weak one. It advises the share-
holders not to give their promises to
support a board under whose guidance
teh concern has drifted from bad to
worse. »
