NUTE AND COMMENT

‘What dubs those astronomers are
not to have discovered long ago that
those so-called canals on Mars were
Martian trenches.

On the firing line in France, there
is many a soldier who would rather
charge a battery of cannon, than live
a day without a cigarette.

In carefully collecting all the
metal from the battlefields, the
thrifty Germans are only anticipat-
ing the souvenir thieves who will
invade the country when peace shall
have been declared.

General Botha has transferred his
victorious march from the South
African plains to South African
polls. He is as triumphant in the
battle of the ballots as in the battle
of the bullets. His smashing victory
in the elections is at once a tribute
to his conquest of German South-
west Africa and a sharp rebuke to a
faction that has been lukewarm for
the cause of the Allies. With Botha
so strongly supported, it is likely
that South Africa will now conti-
bute heavily towards the campaign
in Burbpe.

In the early pioneer days, it was
a bitter fight against difficulty in
Ontario, then Upper Canada. To
men with little knowledge of wood-
craft and with small worldly posses-
gions, the task of subduing the
forest and building homes to protect
their families through the intense
cold of winter must have seemed
about as difiicult as the task of sub-

duing the German militarism seems
to the Allies today. There was even
a large share of cruelty to face.
Wolves were plentiful and at times
dangerous, while at times it required
constant watchfulness to save their
little erop on which their living de-
vended from the wild hogs which
roamed in the forest. Wild turkeys
aiso destroyed the crops. At some
seesons of the year it was almost
impossible to get in provisions from
outside points. Many times star-
vation was close by. Fever and
ague were the portion of almost
everybody. In face of all the diffi-
culties that faced them, the valiant
settlers put on a brave face and
fought their fight as best they could,
building up for their successors,
comfortable homes and a pleasant
land in which to dwell.

Amelia E. Barr, the veteran
novelist at 85, sces war as the
savior of the modern woman, whom,
idleness has made selfish. “Now, I
am an old woman,” she says, ‘and I
may speak plainly about this. God
made man to work, and told him to
work. God made woman to have
children, and told her to have child-
ren,He said, ' Iwrite the name of every
soul down in My Book.””
