Freight Charges on Cattle Shipments

Mr. W. P, Macdonald, local repre-

of Agriculture, is co-operating with
the Honorable Mastin Burrell in
carrying out the plan recently an-
nounced, by which important freight
concessions apply on carload ship-
ments of female cattle and sheep and"
also on stockers and feed cattle to
country points.

Ontario breeders will be particular-
ly interested in the Free Freight
Policy included in the Minister's
announcement. Under this policy
female cattle under two years of age
and ewes three years or younger may
be shipped from any Canadian Stock
Yards to local points without the
payment by the purchaser of freight
charges on same. By arrangement
with the Railway Companies 25 per
cent. of these charges will be rebat-
ed by the railroads and the remain-
ing 75 per cent. will be collected by
the Railroad Companies direct from
the Dominion Livestock Branch.
The shipper will be required to make
a declaration that he is a bona fide
farmer and that the stock so returned
is for his own use or that of his
neighbors and is for breeding pur-
poses only.

The Manitoba Government will

gpend $125,000 for the purchase of

gheep in Ontario at once and will

gell these at cost to the farmers of
the province. This is the announce-
ment made by Hon. Van Winkler,
Minister of Agriculture. The Min-
ister was notified by the. Depart-
ment of Hon. W. J. Hanna, that
large quantities of sheep were being
sold for slaughter on the Ontario
macket, and that it would be wise
far Manitoba to get a number of
sheep to stock up the farms of the
province.

The Provincial Government will
fix the price to the public of the fish
ghipped from Lake Nipigon and
Nipissing. It is to be 124¢ a pound,
allowing the dealer 2%c. Places
wanting fish will be sent the amount
required from general distributing
plants. It is not intended that
other fish ghall be substituted for
the Government fish.

Dominion Live Stock Branch, who
are now employed in connection with
other work at the different stock
yards, will be prepared to render as-
sistance to shippers in assembling
their consignments if so desired.

Farmers who are in a position to
handle additional cattle for feeding
purposes this winter or for finishing
on grass next summer will receive a
‘rebatie of 25 per cent. of freight char-
ges paid on any carload shipment
which they may purchase on Eustern
Stock Yards. This rebate is being
granted by the Railway Companies
following regulations made by Mr.
Burrell regarding the need of making
the fullest use of Ontario’s abundant
supplies of feed in increasing the beef
supply of the country.

Owing to the scarcitv of feed in
many parts of Western Canada this
fall there has been a heavy run of
stocker and feeder cattle in the Win-
nipeg yards during the past few
weeks. In view of the fact that feed
conditions in Eastern Canada are so
satisfactory and the demand for feed-
ing is so general the Dominion De-
partment of Agriculiure has agreed
to pay fifty per cent of the freight
rate paid on carload shipments of
feeding cattle from the Winnipeg
Stock Yards consigned to countrv
points - in Eastern Canada. This
concession will be applicable to both
drovers and farmers alike. Shippers
congigning to Fastern Stock Yards
from the Winnipeg Yard will not be
entitled to this reduction, however.

The District Representative will
be glad to furnish any further in-
formation desired and assist farmers
in arranging for co-operative ship-
ments if desired.
