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Thunderstorms---The Best FPlace for
Safety.

« Long, loud and deep the thunder bellowed.”
— Burns.

As this is the season for the play of
aerial electricity, and as the human
body is a good eonductor for the fluid,
it becomes every one in a heavy
thundershower to seek a place of
safety. A thunderbolt, though seem~
ingly at ‘the spot of circumstances,’
does move really in obedience to most
perfect law. In descending from a
surcharged cloud, it seeks the nearest
sod the best conductor. It makes a
zigzag movement through the air be-
cause this element is a bad conductor
and does all it ean to resist the imtru.
der. The flire of the bolt itself i but
the consequence of its battle with the
air through which it fights its way,
Bometimes a bolt passes from one cloud
to another, and then the thunder peal
is one long continuing reverberation.
But when a bolt strides the earth, the
peal is sudden, solid sometimes deafen-
ng.

As sound travels at the rate of 1120
feet per second, and light with such
velocity that we need not here consider
it, the distance between the observer
and the spot struck by the bolt may
be readily estimated. It is done by
ecounting the seconds intervening be-
tween the flash and the report. Thus:
7t 10 seconds elapse, the distance is 11,
200 feet ; if 30 seconds, or half & mi-
nute, 35,600 feet.

In ease of near and heavy discharges
of electricity, it is always unsafe to
stand beneath a tree, because it is a
good conductor ; or near a large rock,
er a mass of 1ron, or body of water, for
the same reason. Itis also unsafe to
stand in an open field at a considerable
distance from any prominent object
which might serve as a protector. It
alone in such a place, it were well in
an electric battle to draw near, but not
too near some rock, or tree, or body- of
water which would be likely in your
stead to take the bolt. Refuge in a
barn, especially when fidled with hay
and grain and cattle, should always be
avoided,

If im & house in a heavy thunder-
atorm, the doors and windows should
be closed, for lightning tends to follow
an atmospheric current, and hence so
many persons are killed while standing
m a doorway, or while sitting at an
open window. When hghtningstrikes
u dwelling bouse, it usually goes down
the chimney or a corner of the building,
runs along the walls, taking bell-wires,
Jooking-glasses, lamps, and other
metallic artieles in its course. Hence
it is always dangerous, when the storm
is near, to remain in the corner of a
room, or to rest against the walls, or
near a stove, or lamp, or looking glasE,
or, in‘leed, any good conductor of elec-
tricity.

A tall tree standing close by a dwell-
ing house serves as a kind of lightning
sod ; yet, somatimes, the fluid leaves
thve tree as it does a rod, and enters the
building ; hence rooms thus exposed
should be vacated ill the danger
ceases. Perhaps the safest place in a
terrific thunderstorm is on a bair or
feather bed in the centre of a room
well closed, and without a fireplace or
much metallic furniture, in the lowest
division of the house. But if the room
be carpeted, a chair in a similar situa-
tion affords comparative safety.
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How to Learn to Swim.

Wade out into the water up to your
breast, then turn your face towards the
shore, and try to swim towards it.
You know that the water between you
and the shore is not over your depth,
a3 you have just waded through it ; this
wilb give you confidence to strike out.
tonfidence is a great help to learning,
the swimming plank, corks, or the pre-
sence of an older person, is to give the
learner confidence. A plank a few
feet long, on which the beginner e¢an
place one or both hands, is sometimes
of use. Corks or life preservers of any
kind, that are fastened to the body, we
do not think much of. One needs but
very little aid—in fact no aid—in order
to keep his head above water, if he
enly bas confidence. - If an older
brother or other friend will hold his
hand in such a manner that you ecan
rest your chin upon it, you can soon
learn the proper movement of the arms
apd legs. . Another method is to have
a strap or band ‘of webbing or other
material around the chest, just under
the arms. A few feet of stout cord has
one end attached to the band, and the
otber end fastened to a light stout pole
In this manner a strong person can’
help the learner while standing on .the
Jand. The chief use ofthis contrivance
is to give the begmner confidence
Fhose who undertake to learn a boy to
swim should resist the temptation to
play tricks. No matter how slight a
ducking may be given it staftles the
Jearnep, and he ia thereafter fearful
that it may be repeated.
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— A remarkable action by a dog is re-
ported from Newburg, N. Y. The
other day a woman in that oity, looks
ing from her back window, saw in the
house opposite a little child hanging
from a windowsill, but kept from
falling by a dog, which had caught her
by the dréss in its teeth. The woman
of that house had left her baby, 18
months old, on the floor of the front
room playing with her toys and a little
terrier dog that is ber constant com-
panion. The mother was away just
three minutes, but when she came
back and opened the door her infant’s
head, armr, and shoulders were hanging
beyond the stone sill of an open win-
dow, and near it, with its feet on a
ghair, stood the little dog bolding on
the ehild's dress for dear life. Her
child, nnconsious of any danger, was
erowing at some ohject it the yard,
while the dog, holding on the dress,
Jooked a mute appeal for haste snd
help. Inan instant she was by her
baby's side and the danger was past.
When the dog had been reheved of its
burden it pranced around the mother
and child with adelight that was almost
frantie.
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Selecting Seed Corn.

The time and manner of selecting
seed corn is doubtless well known to
most farmers, as it should be, but it 1s
not practiced to the extent that the
importanee of good seed demands. The
seed which is to produce the future
crop should be of the very best quality.
The multiplicity of other wotk very
often causes the proper saving of seed
to be overlooked until too late, after
which the farmer must do the best he
can and put up with an inferior qual-
|ly..

Last spring much time and money
were expended by farmers to procure
good seed corn, and then very often
they did not get it. Much of what was
represented as good had no vitality at
all, and never germinated, while some
made but a feeble stand, thus jeopardiz-
ing the orop, To avoid like trouble
expense and risk, observe the following
rules for selecting corn. Do not let
them get out of ‘mind until work is
accomplished. If farmers will follow
this course yearly the crop will gradu-
ally increase. Great crops ean seldom
be raised from stalks having but one
ear, The ocarelessness of farmers in
selecting their seed corn is one reason
why the average yield is so small.

1. Pick the ears that set nearest to
the ground.

2. Those ears having a short foot
stalk.

3. From s{alks having:the most ears.
Generally but one ear on a stalk is pro-
per for seed, and that usually the
second ear. If the first ear is as good,
take that.

4. Never take from a stalk baving
but one ear, if stalks can beé found
having two or more ears.

5. Always take ears that are filled
out full to the end, and that run be-
yond the husk, if such can be had.

6. Lay up four or five times as much
as will probably be wanted.

7. When you come to plant, before
shelling; break every ear and see if the
pith of the cob is dried up and hollow,
for ifit is not, the corn is not fully ripe.
Then shell off the butt and tip till you
come to the long grains.

Picking Apples.

The proper picking and packing ot
apples is of great importance. The
best keeping sorts will not be preserved
well unless the fruit is uninjured in
gathering, and *packed securely. The
most approved method of picking is by
hand, with ladders, the fruit being put
into a grain sack. The bottom and top
of the sack are brought together and
tied, and then bung upon the shoulder.
A short stick may be used to keep the
mouth of the sack open. The sack is
quickly and easily emptied by lowering
the mouth end and lifting upon the
bottom. The sack can be lowered into
the barrel and the apples will run out
without being bruised as when they
are poured in from a basket from the
top. Many apple growers prefer to put
the fruit in heaps for a few days that
the skin may toughen before barreling.
In short the aim in picking should be
to not bruise the fruit, and in this way
enhanee its keeping quality. The
fruit should not move about in the
barrels during shipment, and .to this
end the apples must be shaken down
when the barrel is half full and again
when full, after which the head is put
on and pressed into place with ocon-
siderable force. It is much better to
have the upper apples somewhat flat-
tened than to leave the fruit so it will
stirin the package. The opposite head
should be marked as the ome to be
opened.

The mistake is sometimes made of
not sorting the fruit. Make at least
two qualities or grades, and mark each
package with its grade. This will
secure uniformity in the frnis in each
barrel, and a better price, There is
muoh to be gained in the way of a re-
putation for careful picking, honest
assorting and the proper packing of
all kinds of fruit.

Dogrs PouLTrY Pay ?—If proper care
is taken of poultry there is no doubt it
pays. We cannot expect to make any
business profitable unless we give it
our attention. A great many people
feed their poultry regularly, but
neglect to give them drink, and then
say that it does not pay to keep poul-
try.

The best drink for hens is sour milk,
and if possible it should always be kept
by them. Scraps of meat, fish, skin,
eto., are excellent for fowls. Do not
feed on clear corn or meal, but vary
their food as much as possible. In the
summer feed once a day, but in the
winter give them a second feed just
before they go to roost. Always give
just what they will eat up clean. Hens
fed this way will lay all winter, if they
are of the right breed.

—The Gardener’s Monthly says:
Sickly peach trees are often restored
to vigorous health, by the old-fashion"
ed German farmers of Pennsylvania, by
pouring boiling water on the gronnd
about the tree. It ocools, of course,
somewhat before reaching many of the
roots, It is believed to be beneficial
by destroying parasitic fungi, but let
the reasoning be what it may, we are
willing to endorse it as good practice.
