New Yorxk, Oct. 22 —Morris A. Red-
ding, an artist, and his room-mate, a

iet-book maker named Piefier, went to
m at their boarding-house 206 East Thirty-
fourth street, Sunday morning, and turned
on the gas, full head. They intended to
commit suicide. The blinds were closed
and there was no ventilation in the room.
The door was broken open yesterday.
Pieffer was found dead ; Redding was dy-
ing. The doctors thought the only thing
that could possibly save Redding was trans-
fusion of blood. Henry von der Leith vol-
unteered to undergo the operation, *if
nothing clse will save him and he'll die
without it."” Von der Leith is & brawny
German carpenter in New York, but re-

rt says he was a baron in Germany. He
Kowmporarily confined at Bellevue with an
injured foot. Von der Leith was laid upon
a bed with the dying man. Dr. Cammin,
then opened the median cephalic vein in
the German's right arm and inserted the
transfusion apparatus. Then they opened
Redding’s arm, and the other em{ of the
instrument was forced into the opening.
Blood was then forced from Von der Leith's
body to that of Redding. The latter be-
gan to revive, slowly at first, and then
quite rapidly, until, in & few minutes, he
opened - his eyes and regained conscieus-
ness. By that time 12 ounces of blood had
been transfused. The operation lasted but
15 minutes, and the man’s life was saved.
The doctors say Redding’s recovery is now
assured.

Welcomed to Greece.
THE PRINCE AND PRINCESS OF WALES
WARMLY GREETED. ON THEIR ARRIVAL
AT ATHENS.

Arnexs, October 24. —The entry of the
royal yacht Osborne bearing the Prince and
Princess of Wales, Prince Albert Edward,
Prince George and Princesses Maud and
Victoria into the harbor yesterday was a
pictaresque display. The British ships
under Admiral Perkins met the Osborne in
port.off the island of Hidrl.. A naval pro-
cession was formed with the flagship lead-
ing and the Osborne in the centre of the
column, Just outside the harbor the
British vessels were met by the Greek fleet
under Admiral Miaulis. At this point the
British fleet hoisted the Greek colors. As
the royal procession passed into the harbor
salutes were fired from all the warships,

ards were manned and sailors cheered.
Jpon the arrival of the royal yacht in
port, the King and Queen of Greece and
the Duke of Sparta, accompanied b{ Lady
Monson and attaches of the British lega-
tion, went on board and gave the visitors
a warm welcome. The entire party was
driven directly from the dock to a special
train which conveyed them to Athens. The
British guests were met at the station by
Mr. Triconpis and the Metopolitan. The
Prince of Wales wore the full dress uniform
of a general in the Greek army. Princes
Albert Edward and George also wore Greek
uniforms. The mayor presented each of
the princesses with large boquets at the
station. It was remarked that the Czar-
ewitch was not present to meet the British
royal party. From the station to the palace
the reception of the visitors was most en-
thusiastic. Flags waved from all windows
along the route. The streets were crowded
and people gathered in large numbers even
on the house tops. In the first carriage
were seated the ring of Greece, the Prince
of Wales, the Duke of Sparta and Prince
Albert Edward. In the second carriage
were the queen of Greece and the Princess
of Wales. Then followed carriages bring-
ing Prince George and the Greek and
British princesses.

tralia, and shows how valuable is trade
with the Australian colonies. In a few
days the sovereigns will all go to the mint to
be coined into Yankee fives, tens and twen-
ties.

Mgz, EpiToR :—

The conduct of certain unruly spirits on
our streets recently has demopstrated to
every lover of peace and good order the
necessity of a lock-up in our town. With-
in the last fow weeks disturbances have
been of frequent occurrence and two at
least bave been of a somewhat serious char-
acter. These exhibitions of rowdyism have
been the more frequent and aggravating
because it is well known to the actors that
there is no place of confinement short of
Annapolis, and they evidently presume
upon the indulgence of the authorities not
to send them this distance when they are
indulging in their nightly revels. We are,
as a master of right, entitled to a lock-up
in the town, and if I am informed correct-
ly the Council at its last annual meetin
in Annapolia would willingly have grante
a sum for this purpose if the matter had
been vigorously pushed. The sum required
is not large and there is sufficient room on
the Court House lot to erect a suitable
building. I undertake to say il this is
done and the individuals who make night
hideous with their drunken brawls ave
“run in" of a Saturday night and kept
until Monday morning, then taken before
the Stipendiary and fined smartly and in
default of payment sent up for ten or
twenty days that not more than two or
three such applications will be required to
bring about a very visible reform in the
habits and manners of those who now make
themselves so offensive on the streets.
These exhibitions of lawlessness are not
confined to week day nights, but our Sab-
baths are profaned by most unseemly con-
duct and wvile utterances and even religious
services in the churches. have been dis-
turbed. Let us bestir ourselves in this
matter and present our claims to the next
meeting of Council and I am sure a body of

This city is interesting rather than beau-
tiful. There are no parks worth mention-
ing, no stately avenues, nor any great
architectural effects; yet the sight-seer
finds much to claim his attention.

Cincinnati is situated on the Ohio river,
which forms the boundary line between
Ohio and Kentucky, It has a population
of 300,000, and the foreign element, with-
out which no American city seems te be
complete, is composed of Germans. Strange
to say there are but few colored people in
the city.

About the first thing noticeable is the
many different kinds of motive power used
in operating the street-cars. There are
cable cars, electric cars, two-horse cars,
and one-mule cars. All these appear to
work very effectively, but the northerner
cannot brin% himself to look with favor on
the mule. With its great ears flapping in
the air, seemingly without any control on
the part of the animal, with its spindle legs
and little hoofs, and with its generally un-
kempt appearance, it seems very lnuci out
of p when attached to the highly-
painted, much-belettered, and altogether
gaudy car.

Perhaps the most interesting of all the
city scenes are the markets. In them is
found almost every eatable that one can
think of. The vegetables and fruits are
varticularly fine. The chickens, ducks,
eese, turkeys, little pigs and calves are
offered for sale alive. hese seem to have
a premonition that they are there for no
good to themselves for they keep up a
squeaking, squealing and blatting that
drowns even the voices of the market
women trying to under-sell each other.

Almost in the centre of the city there is
a large square, called Fountain Square,
from the fact of it containing a large foun-
tain. This is the great business centre,
All the street-cars run to this point, and
here are found the largest mercantile
houses, and the post-office.

To the north of the city there is a range
of very high hills, so steep as to be impas-
sible for beasts of burden or for foot travel.
Still, as many, particularly of the wealthier
class, wished to live upen this high ground,
it became necessary that some way of sur-
meunting the hills should be devised. The
problem was solved by the erection of a
number of railways operated from the to
l’?' a cable, to which the cars are attached.

o avoid any unpleasant sensation to the
Funengeu, the lower end of the cars are
orced up by means of a frame-work, so
that when they are in motion the really
fearful steepness is not noticeable. One
cannot help thinking, however, when mak-
ing the ascent or descent, what the result
would be if anything should happen to the
machinery. This question was very un-
happily answered a few days ago, A car
containing eight passengers started for the
top of one of these inclines, but the engin-
eer lost control of the brakes in some way,
the car struck the gate at the top with suf-
ficient force to break the cables that held
it, and then, with an awful roar and with
lightning speed, it went to the bottom.
