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THE AMBERGRIS MYSTERY.

CURIOUS FACTS CONCERNING THIS VALUABLE
SUBSTANCE.

Three spermaceti whales were companion-
ably floating about in Southern waters one
sunshiny day not so very many years ago.
Two were fine specimens of genus physeter;
the third, however, though of the same spe-
cies, was lank and scrawny, lolled listlessly
in the dark blue surface of the Gulf Stream,
while its more rotund and sportive comrades
slashed about vigorously, and sent the limpid
waters far above them to fall in refreshing
sprays. If was a mystery why any whaleat
this season should have presented an ill-
fed condition, as the feeding grounds
have been unusually well populated by the
tentaculated and foul-mouthed cuttle fish,
Sepia octopodia, and no whale had need to
go a single day with an empty stomach.
Perhaps if the two well conditioned animals
had been less frolicsome, and the third more
aroused, they would have been on the alert
for defence. As it was, a long, narrow boat,
pointed at both ends, bore down unobserved
upon them, and the whalemen sent with un-
erring aim their weapons straight into the
two bulky creatures. The scrawny whale
escaped, though it made no motion to get
away; but because it was evident there
would be but little, if any, oil or spermaceti
in the animal, and because the capture of the
two splendid specimens had beeu more than
was expected, it was left unmolested, still
rocking lazily in the sea.

Next day to the amazement of the whale-
men, the animal was seen in almost exactly
the same spot, a8 though inviting death.

“ Well,” called out the captain of the
whaling fleet, who had been one of the party
the day before, *‘I1f you wish to die, you
poor, crazy lubber, you shall,” and forthwith
it, too, was disposed of, the easiest task, the
men agreed, that they had had in many a
day. Bat little more than two barrels of oil
were found in the ‘emaciated whale. An-
other and vastly more important discovery
was the largest single lot of ambergris ever
sold in this country. It was exchanged for
a check signed by a well-known drug firm of
this oity, whose figures rounded close onto
$60,000. Never had so large a check been
seen till then in the little Cape Cod fishing
town where it was divided among the whale-
men of the fleet as each man on a whaler re-
ceives a certain percentage of the proceeds
of a voyage. The number of pounds found
aggregated 150, valued at $30 per ounce, the
price paid for the best ambergris.

It would seem that the animal had sicken-
ed of a malady caused by the unnatural
growth, and such was undoubtedly the case,
and, if its sufferings had not been brought to
an end by the whalemen, it would have lin-
gered till the disease itself had finally caused
death. Such profound mystery has sur-
rounded this strange subject, and so many
fallacies have been written in regard to it,
that some of the latter encyclopedias have—
perhaps—left it untouched, or, if treating it
at all, have ventured on but the barest gen-
eralties, for trustworthy facts relating to
this most interestfng and singular product
are few and far between.

We need toach but lightly on the history
of ambergris, though the delusions that were
primitively indulged in are extremely fasci-
nating. In the ‘‘ Arabian Nights” we are
told of Eastern beauties whose cheeks were
marked with moles like bits of ambergris;
and in the story of the sixth voyage of Sind-
bad the Sailor we read in the description of
the place where the voyagers were wrecked:
““ Here is also a fountain of pitch and bitu-
men that runs into the sea, which the fishes
swallow, and then vomit up again turned in-
to ambergris!” That antique author, Robert
Boyle, considered it to be of vegetable pro-
duction and similar to yellow amber; thusit
received its name, amber-gris (gray) gray am-
ber. This and other even more plausible
theories are but indeed fallacies that puzzled
savaunts have set forth when they were at a
loss to account for its origin. It is now as-
certained beyond a doubt to be generated by

the large-headed sperm whale and is the re-
sult of the diseased state of the animal.
The victim of this rare malady may possibly
in extremely rare cases (but of this we are
not convinced by actual knowledge,) throw
off the morbific substance, or finally die of
the ailment. The disease is located in the
intestinal canal, and some savants suppose
it to be caused by a biliary irritation. After
a deep study on the subject several modern
scientists have agreed that the disorder is
" akin to the new fashionable human peril, ap-
pendicitis, intensified and prolonged in this
great mammal.

It is known that the ambergris whale feeds
upon the cuttlefish. This creature is armed
upon its head with a sharp-pointed, curved
black horn resembling a bird’s beak, much
like that of a parrot, only the lower mand-
ible is the largest. This is found—as it is
too indestructible to be digested—in many
specimens of ambergris, and may oftentimes
aid in establishing a seated disease. Itmay
be considered, though, to be but the primary
cause of irritation, as much of the finest
ambergris is entirely free from the tough
little horn. Such is the effect in the whale
of the magnified—and tremendously magni-
fied—illness which when established in our
own comparatively puny organism causes a
fatal collapse, unless quickly and heroically
attacked by the almost miraculous modern
skill of the surgeon’s gifted hand. The
habits of the great water mammals, however,
tend to prolong life, and their resisting
power against the insidions destroyer is elo-
quent of their t hold on exist
When we realize the enormous physical
strength of the whale we wonder less at its
combative force. These great sea-creatures
are not fish, strictly speaking, but the largest
of living animals —warm blooded, air breath-
ing, bringing forth their young (usunally sin-
gly) alive, and suckling them for a definite
period.

When the whale is finally captured—and
please bear in mind that we are speaking of
the sperm and ambergris Ybale alone—it is
taken in tow along the ship’s side. The
cutting process is then begun. The tough

_outer skin and true skin—of which recent
observations prove the blubber is a part—
are then cut up and boiled, extreme precau-
tion being taken that the woodwork of the
vessel does not ignite in the progress. The
hot oil is then lowered in casks to swing in
the trail of the ship until it cools; then it is
lowered to the vessel’s depths. From 1,200
to 2,000 barrels is considered a bon voyage.

To the conservative whale fisher of New
Bedford or Provincetown the discovery of
ambergris is as unexpected and as longed for
as the sheeny splendor of the pearl that
gladdens the pearl fisher, or the sparkle of
the diamond that sends its radiance straight
to the heart of the miner. There is that de-
lightful uncertainty, that same shake-and-
throw doubt that allures the speculator to
take his chance; though that of the whalemen
is much more legitimate business, for with
the zeal that characterizes these merchants
of the ocean there is coupled the absolute
certainty of reduplication according to their
efforts.

Almost awestruck are the sailors when the
cry of “ Ambergris!” is uttered. This sub-
stance is carefully taken from the bowels of
the whale and is packed in casks, if it is in
liquid form, or in sacks if it is dry enough.
It is then brought, in its nauseatingly odor-
iferous condition, direct to Boston, where it
is appraised by the head of the largest drog
firm ia the city. This young man has no
-enviable task before him in ascertaining the
value of the article. He has to examine the

. fetid mass, which is sometimes in » rank

liquid state, sometimes of the consistency of
soft putty, and again a chalk-like substance.
That which is more like putty usually is to
be best relied on for making the best market
ambergris, and gradually as it dries—the
only curing process it undergoes—the un-
wholesome dark shade turns to a soft squir-
rel gray. The substance lightens in weight,
and the subtle, fascinating odor develops, an
oder almost indescribable, like the blending
of new-mown hay, the damp woody fragrance
of a fern copse, and the faintest possible
perfume of the violet.

And to what use is ambergris put? It is
an indispensable article with fine perfumes,
as it is used to give permanency and lasting
qualities to very fleeting scents. It is a
curious fact that the keynote or basis of
‘“nosegays " or *““boquets,” as. handkerchief
odors are called, is not, as one might sup-
pose, the attar of garden flowers or the pen-
etrating balsams—these are indispensable,
but are not the groundwork. That basis is
always one of the four animal odors; that is,
ambergris, musk, obtained from small musk
deer of Asia; civet, from the civet cat of
India, and castor, a secretion of the castor
beaver, now almost obsolete in the perfume
trade, The pure and separate tinoture of
any one of these odors is too intense and
powerful to be tolerated. Like all substan-
ces of these kinde, they must undergo a slow
decomposition till the remainder possesses
very little volatility. Even then they con-
tain a virtue which clings pertinaciously to
woven fabrics, and not being soluble in weak
alkaline lyes, is still to be detected in the
material after passing through the several
lavatory ordeals. They are, therefore, of
great value to the perfumer, and are the es-
sential foundation in almost every formula.

The essence of ambergris is obtained by
mixing three ounces of it with one gallon
of pure alcohol, and not till after a month
is it ready for use. This, however, is only
kept for mixing, and is far toostrong. Only
when it has entered in minute proportion
into the bouquets does it produce those agree-
able and characteristic perfumes the effect of
which upon the nerves ot the sensitive nose
is much like the happy sensation produced
by harmonious musical chords on the delicate
ear, or the perfect blending of colors to the
educated eye.

To Sweep a Room.

Hardly one woman in a hundred sweeps a
room intelligently. It is a needless amount
of work to sweep an apartment more than
once s week, if the work is once thoroughly
done. A little brushing up every day, using
a carpet sweeper, will remove all incidental
rubbish and keep things fresh and neat. No
room can be well swept with the furniture
remaining in it; each movable piece should
be dusted and set in an adjoining room,
where it will be safe until the room is ready
for it.

Scatter about a little damp salt and begin
sweeping in one corner of the room, taking
short strokes and brushing towards the cen-
tre of the room. Remove all dust from out-
side blinds and wash the windows while the
dust is settling. All the highly polished
articles of furniture should be gone over
with a piece of soft chamois to brighten them
up.

For Clever Fingers.

Fora yellow room, butter-
cups or goldenrod; for a green room maiden-
hair fern; for a red room, scarlet poppies.

To Drive Flies Out of the Stable.

Take one ounce of camphor gum, one ounc{
of corrosive sublimate, one pint of oil of tur-
pentine; grind the sublimate thoroughly, put
iato a strong bottle, and add the camphor
gum; pour on the turpentine and shake oc-
casionally. It should be fit for use in thirty-
six hours. Heat a piece of iron and drop a
few drops on it in the stable.” Flies may be
driven out of the house in the same manner
by dropping a few drops on a hot stove-lid.
By following these directions every other day
