_‘n}et. M:. Duncan of South Shields, Moderator.
There are dbout sevesity mivisters.  The coutri-
butidis for the last yedr were reported s follows,
(dropping fractions) viz.: for the School fund,
£309 ; College, £774; Home Mission, £657 ;
Foreign Mission, £315; Synod fund, £263—iu
all, £2520—to which add for Corfu Misson,
L£180—making the grand total £2700,

A deputation was present from the Free Charch
of Scotland, composed of Mr. Nixon of Montrose,
Mr. Lumsden of Barry, Mr. Baillie of Linhthgow,
aad Dr. Russell of Edinburgh.  These Rev. gea-
témen severally addressed the Synod.  Dr Rus-
“ell remarked that this Church possessed a pece-
fiar interest in the North, being the Church that
