1t cannot, without crime,
be attempted by men who have not the con-
fidenco ot the great body of the peopls, ex«
pressed by organic actien, in the nsual forms
of political life. Lsast of all may it be sanc-
tloned when fostered In secret soocleties,~—

‘When a people are driven to that extremity
by oppression acd wrong that they are justl-
fied 1u chapging thelr rulers, or even thelr
form of Government, their action, to be
#]egitimate,”’ must be headed by men whom
they, as an organized Communily, have put In
places of leadership. Or, by men of great
welght in the community,—oivilly and poli-
tlcally ;j—or who bave great stake In tho wel.
fare of their conatry. It were plain madness
for any portion of & people to bs led Intfo
echemes, tethered by bidden powers, under
tho mask of Sacrat Socleties,—handled by
demagogues, impacunions, except as they ply
their trade of patriotism.

In Ireland the people elect thelr Mayors of
cities, and other manicipal cfficers. Aleo,
wa think, the Righ Sheriffs of Countles. Also,
certalnly, thelr Boproseniatives in the Erit-
igh Parllament. Thess are thelr official ro.
presentatives —thelr ¢ Civitas.”

In one cormer of the gallery,
which was ancomfortably orowded, s band of
about 60 atudents bad secured seats, and from
the very firet their conduct ehowed that, to pat
it iz the mildest posalble form, they were bant
on having s little fun on their own account.
Tiis toey st first manifested by frequent jo-
cular and good humored enough fnterruptions
and mock klesing in imitatlon of the kisslug
of the herolns by Zony, but as these Interrup.
tlons evoked elgns of dlsapprobation from the
quleter portlon of the audience, the students
became more demonstrative. As the calis
for “order” were disregarded by them,
gsome equally mlischievons splrits in the
gallery left ihe theatre, and returned
soon sfterwards;, armed with hard peas,
which they began to tkrow at the stadenta,
An egg was aleo thrown among them, which
did some dimage to the hat of one of the
university men. This naturally led to in-
creaded dieorder. and the noise hecame so
great chat the cortaln was rung down and
the performance stopped. COrles were now
raised for the ejectment of two of the
ringleaders o! the students, and on an at-
tempt being made to carry thia auggestion
into effsct & general fight took place, the
stadonts uslng thelr eticks freely during the
melee. Mr, Heslop, the manager, and seversl
of the theatre employees, along with some
policemen, now appeared in the gallery. The
presence of the constables seemed only to In.
creace the disturbance, and by unanimous
consent it wa1 resolved to endeavor to removs
all the stndents who were in the gallery.
They reelsted the police, and a scens of the
greatest confusion emsued which threntened
to result In a general rush to the door hy the.
larger portion of the audience. The position
was very alarming, but as 1t was seen that the
disturbance was really confined to one corner
the people resunmed thelr seats, and what
might have proved a repetition of the recent
dieaster at Sunderland was happlly averted.
The officers now managed to selzo sevoral of
the lsading rloters, and removed them from
the baflding, and a8 the students were passed

ug towards the door they bad to
ron the gauntiet of two rows of eun-
raged spectators, who cuffad and buffeted
them namerclfally, although the police did all
that waa possible to protect them from thils
violence. The remainder of the students were
then removed and comparative qulet was ro-
stored. A brisf expression of rogret for the
disturbance was made from the stage, and
after an interruption of nearly balf an hour's
duration the performance was resumed. Nine
of the students are now in custody.

81r,—When Lord Lyndhurst desounced
the. Irieh a8 *altons in lavguage, aliens in
religton, alfens ta bived,” Mr, Bhiel retorted
that #the words wers as Ineniting as conld
be drawn from the opulent voosbulary of the
distinguished -man who uttered.them.’ No
doubt soms of the readers of the Nineteenth
Century of last month must have simllarly
regarced and greeted mauy of the words ot
Professor Goldwin Smith a3 found in his
commuaioation, « Why sond more Irish to
Amerlos,” while others must have applied to
them the Professor’s own foroible description
of certaln democratlo writing, ¢ delidons
lying.” Dauriag a somewhat Iong lifs of read-
ing I bave met nothing more false aud offsn-
stve, or more offsnsively false, than the
general statements and deduotions of thia
alioady noted produoction. At the very out-
set the Profeseor dashes wildly at Cathollo
Ireland, telllng us, inter alia :

M The Irlsh tronble has its seat in the
Oeltic Provinces alone, Ulster, Teutonlo
and Protestant, and  thriving, 18 contented
with the onion.” - :

It is difficult to read this and not charge
the writer with that mean orims, the sup-
pressio verl.  Who does not know that the
# United lrishmen” were ot Ulrter oreation,
and ohlefly Protestants. Lord Bdward Flis.
gerald was a Protestant; Emmet was of
Uister, and was a Protestant; so were the
Shiers. Bagenal Harvey who commanded at
the battle of Ross, and beatthe King'a troops,
was 8 Protestant.

To come to a later perlod, Smith O’'Brien,
Davig, Mitchel and otners, who interfered so
mischievously with O'Connell’s constitutional
movement, were Protestants, the Iast named
the son of a clergyman in Ulster.
