While inform-
ing. you, reverend dear Sir, and your people, of
the progress of that institution, I take the liberty
briefly to recall once more the great interests at
stake in the maintenauce and development of the
Gatholic University. During last autumn I was
fipnored with letters from several of the most dis-
tipguished bishops of France. I quote some ex-
tracts, winch clearly show the importance, or
cather the necesuly, of this University, in the
opinios of those grest prelates, for the mainten-
unce of the faith in Ireland. - The venerable
Cardinal Donnet, Archbishop of Bordeaux, says :

® That ipstitution (the University) is not only
useful but valuable. The necessities of the faith
11 Catholic Ireland render it absolutely neces-
sary. Our. applause, then is due to the generous
efforts which have given birth that great work,
and to the first success with wiich it bas been
crowaed. They are a presage of the most
valuable resulta for the time to come, especially
when your Umiversity will bave overcome the
upjust opposition of Protestantism and of a bostile
Govervment. . I pray and hope for the
prospenty of a work whch is for Ireland a source
of consolation and of uew glory.”

And the eloquent Bishop of Orleans, Mon-
wignor Dupanloup, writes :—

] would fain believe that the public con-
science of England will at least recoguise the
monstrous ipjustice done to the Catholic youth of

" Ireland, to whom 18 offered a mch Protestant
University, while all equality of mght 1s refused
to the Catholic Uaiveraity, and this 1o a country
which does not reckon ten Protestants in a bun~
dred wmhabitants. Ustd justice is done, it is‘the
duty of every Catholic to aid his Irish brethren
ta their efforts to develope learning, while saving
therr faith. . If any recommendation of
mine cap belp you to get some pecuniary aid for
the Catbeolic University of Dubhio, I shall thank
God for having given me once mare au oppor-
tumty of proving to Ireland how deeply I sym-
pathise with her.” »

But 1t 18 pot French Cathoiic bishops only
who express (bese sentimente. They are also
the views of Lsglish Protestant statesmen. I
alluded last year lo one of the most distingumshed
members of the great political party which now
holds the reins of government : I quote agam his
remarkable words :—

¢ If there was one thiag for which the hier-
archy of another religious persuasion was eatitled
to credit it was for the strepuous maaner in which
from the begmning they had stepped forward and
denoanced the system of mixed or godless edu-
cation as fatal to faith and to morals,
He rejoiced that- after the experience of twenty
years they were now taking anoiber step towards
carrying out the principle, that the people, whe-
ther 1n England or in Ireland, would not be
satisfied . with education which was not based
upon religion. The admission which had been
made on bebalf of her Majesty’s Government
was thoroughly in favor of denominational educa-
tion as opposed to mixed education, which meant,
in fact, education without religion.
It was every man’s natural wish that his children
should be brought up in the religion that be be-
liéved to be right, and ot that they should ac-
quire tmere’ learning, unsupported by those reli-

. gious principles which would render their educa-

" tion' useful to themselves and to their fellow-

. creatures,”

But our contest. with mixed education s for
the existence oot .only of the Catholic religion
but of all religion n Ireland, This seems a hard
saying ; but unfortunately, experience confirms 1t.

yesterday. , The report in_tbe Norikern Wkig is
hended, '* Riotous. snd ~diagracefal "proceedrngs;
savage nssaults and robberies,” It i introduced by
' the humiliating confession-that—: = . - - -

*A.eeries. of the .moat-scandalons proceedings
which ever ocourred. in Belfast took place in the
Music Hall. Al who dve conneoted. with the out-
rage,and have any mankood in their nature, must
hide ¢tkeir heads in shame. In all our experience of
meetings in Belfast, even in election times, there has
been zo approach to the scepes of lass night, when
tke Music Hall for upwards of ac hour was a perfect
.gaturnalia of riot, and ferocious assaults committed
on men wio had been guilty of no other offence than
that, during the excitement of & coutested election,
they preferred one candidate to another, We bave
lately had lectures in one portion of the press about
the disgraceful soenes at the last Tipperary election ;
but we will venture to say that the whole election
seenes of that county for many years past conid not
exhibit anything ilike balf tha brutality which we
were witnesses of last evening jn one bour.

What could be the cause of such tremehdouns com-
motion ? It was not an Ultramontace Roman Oa
tholic, nor even a Presbyterian Radical that had
ventured to troable the peace of Sandy-row. It was
a Belfast Conservative, Mr. William M'Mechan, a
dintingaished barriater, who offered himeelf as a
candidate in opposition to Mr. Laogun, and was rash
enough to invite a meeting of his supporters by the
following advertisement : — '

' [ invite my friends and supporters ta meet me on
Tuesday night next, 13th November inst., at 8 o’clack
io the Music Hall, Msy street, to bear my statement
of reasons for coming forward a8 & candidate to re-
present Belfast in Parliament, and to bring with
them their frienda wio bave not as yet finsliy pro-
mised to volv for me. All those who coms to con-
dact themselves wish propriety shbsall be welcoms;
but if any disturbers of the meeting shall appear,
they shall be required to withdraw, and, if naces-
sary, Bhall be removed. — WiLLrtam M'Mzoman.

This provoked & couater-advectisement, couched
10 the followimng lerma:—

t Boifapt Election,—I am certain of succeks, be-
cause the Roman Oatholice and the Qrangemen will
‘give me their nmited support!—%Wm. M‘Mechan. A
grand promenade ané fancy concert wiil bs given in
the Music Hull on Tuesdasy eveaing, the 13th inst..
at 7 o'clock, in honor of Dor Quixote M‘Mechan and
the new alliance! By special request, Sancho Panza
Trimble will sing the words of the popular song
¢ Slap Bang’ to the tune of the ‘Jolly Cobblers'—
Quicquid id est, timeo danoas et dona ferentes,’—

The latter performance was, however, counter-
manded. Befors the hour for Mr. M‘Machan’s meet-
ing arrived the hall was packed with Mr. Langan's
supporters.
