PROTOCOL RELATING TO MILK FAT

The participants to the present Protocol,

HAVING CONSIDERED that paragraph 1 of Article I of the Arrangement
Concerning Certain Dairy Products, done at Geneva on 12 January 1970,
provides that the said Arrangement applies to skimmed milk powder and to
such other products as may be added at a later date,

HAVE, through their representatives, agreed as follows:

ARTICLE I
Product Coverage

This Protocol applies to:

— anhydrous milk fat, anhydrous butteroil or anhydrous butterfat,
having a fat content of not less than 99.8 per cent by weight;

— ghee, having a milk fat content of not less than 99.6 per cent by
weight;

— butteroil and butterfat, having a fat content of not less than 99.3 per
cent by weight.
ARTICLE II
Pilot Product

For the purpose of this Protocol a minimum export price shall be estab-
lished for the pilot product of the following description.

Designation: butteroil or butterfat.

Fat content: 99.3 per cent by weight.

Packaging: in packages normally used in the trade of a net
content by weight of not less than 25 kgs. or 50 1b., as
appropriate.

Terms of sale: f.o.b. from the exporting country or, for a land-

locked country, f.o.b. from one maritime port of its
choice to be designated at the time it signifies its
acceptance; or free at frontier exporting country.
Prompt payment against documents.
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
