Run through (rehearse) to ensure you are familiar with it and that everything is
in order, right side up,_etc. :
Check projector for focus (and sound, if you are combining recorded material
with your slides). Practice setting up.

Find out whether the room where you will be presenting has a screen. If not,
You must provide one.

If you are leaving printed materials behind, make sure you will have enough.
Confirm time and place 24 hours in advance.
