1. Where ini any investigation or proceedings, a national or
resident of one of the Coritracting States îe required by a
judicial order f rom a third State to undertace or refrain f rom any
conduct in the territory of the other Contracting Stato in a
mannêr that conflicts with the law or established policies cf that
other State, the Contracting States agree to consuit with a view
to identifying meana to avoid or minimize such conflict.

2. The Contracting States may agree sither between themoolvos,
or jointly or individually with the third State in question as ta
the implementation cf the means mentioned in paragraph 1 of this
Article.
