A Member which has ratified this Convention may denounce it after p

expiration of ten years, frotn the date on whîch the Convention first cornes î,t, j

force, by an act commiunicated to the Secretary-3eneral of the League of Nati0 ,

for registration. Such denunciation shall not take effect until one year afterth p

date on which it is registereti with the Secretariat.
