An impediment to Tunisia’s development, which is also
harmful to its all important tourism industry, remains poor
infrastructure, particularly in telecommunications, transport,
water and sewage systems.

Lending Priorities

As of December, 1995, the World Bank lending pipeline for
Tunisia totalled US$955 million, and can be broken-down
sectorally as follows:
