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Bill C-32, An Act to impose a charge on the expert of
crude oil and certain petroleum products, to provide
compensation for certain petroleum costs and to regulate
the price of Canadian crude oul and natural gas in inter-
provincial and expert trade, was again considered in
Committee of the Whole.

And the House continuing in Committee;

Fairweather, seconded by Mr. Dinsdale,-That an Order
of the House do issue for a copy of a letter written by the
Minister of Justice to the Secretary of State, dated
October 21, 1974, about a grant to a women's group in
Saskatoon.-(Notice of Motion for the Production of
Papers No. 21).

After further debate, the question being put on the
motion, it was negatived on the following division:
