HOUSING

PROVISIONS TO ASSIST LOW INCOME 
CANADIANS

Mrs. Grace Maclnnis (Vancouver-Kings-
way): Mr. Speaker, I have a question for the 
Minister of Transport in his capacity as the 
minister responsible for housing. In view of 
the opinion stated today by the Canadian 
Welfare Council that proposals of the task 
force on housing contain no proposals to help 
poorly housed Canadians—

Mr. Speaker: Order. The hon. member 
should ask the question directly.

Hon. Jean-Luc Pepin (Minister of Industry, 
Trade and Commerce): We had a meeting 
yesterday with the Shipbuilding Association, 
of which Canadian Vickers is a member, and 
reviewed the situation of shipbuilding in 
Canada. Two things were decided: First, that 
the government would recognize the impor­
tance of shipbuilding in Canada, and we do; 
second, that a committee of industry and gov­
ernment would be formed to study the situa­
tion as it now exists and will be in the next 
year or so. We agreed and the committee will 
make recommendations to the government.

Mr. Thomas M. Bell (Saint John-Lancaster):
May I ask if the Minister of Transport 
attended this meeting? If so, did he put for­
ward the case for the merchant marine as 
forcibly as did the government during the last 
election compaign?

Mrs. Maclnnis (Vancouver-Kingsway): I am
ready. Could the minister say what proposals 
if any he has in mind to help the one million 
Canadians with incomes under $5,500?

Mr. Speaker: The question as asked by the 
hon. member is very wide in scope. I would 
think she is asking the minister for a state­
ment on policy which should not be made at 
this time.

He says however 
that the maintenance and repairs side of it is 
doing very well and that 50 per cent of his 
company’s business comes from its industrial 
branch, which gets help from the federal 
government.
