That the Minister of Transport and Air Canada be directed to reinstate 
immediately this special cargo and freight service, flight No. 562, to Moncton, as 
well as to improve passenger scheduling and service.

Mr. Leonard C. Jones (Moncton): Mr. Speaker, I seek the 
unanimous consent of the House to move a motion of urgent 
and pressing necessity under the provisions of Standing Order 
43.

Some hon. Members: Agreed.

Mr. Speaker: The introduction of such a motion for debate 
can be done, pursuant to Standing Order 43, only with the 
unanimous consent of the House. Is there unanimous consent?
