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Members of the House and Yukoners, in plain, everyday
language, wbether he and bis Government are politically com-
mitted to the reopening of tbe Cyprus Anvil mine? It is a very
simple question. Is be politically committed to getting that
done, and will we see it opened by January I?

Hon. David Crombie (Minister of Indian Affairs andi
Northern Development): Mr. Speaker, 1 went to Yukon and
talked not only witb people in Faro but witb people in Yukon
generally. A long-term, viable opening of this mine is key to
the economy of Yukon and ccrtainly to the economy of the
people living in Faro.

1 talked witb Mr. Lassande, witb YTG and îndeed witb the
people in Faro. Tbey asked me if 1 would facilitate a private
sector solution which would open the mine long term. That is
wbat 1 arn doing. That is why 1 asked Mr. Lassande to assist
me. 1 will not second-guess Mr. Lassande, and 1 certainly will
not do tbings whicb would take me away fromn my obligation
to the people of Faro and the people of Yukon, that is, to do
wbat tbey asked me to do, wbich was to find a long-term
private sector solution to the problem.

As the Hon. Member well knows, this mine bas been for sale
for some time, and there are no takers. It is not an easy
matter. However, the Government is committed to doing
everytbing possible to accommodate the wisbes of the people of
Faro and of the people of Yukon.

CANCELLATION 0F PROPOSED WINNIPEG MANUFACTURING
