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our advanced whale-boats returned with

the intelligence, that they had diicovcred

two men fcalp'd, on an ifland, two miles

on this fide of the Ofwego Falls. On our

arrival there, we found the fcalp'd people

to be fcrvants to the officers, who com-

manded the fcouting party fent from Bull's

Fort.

They had left their whale boat and all

their flores at this illand, under the care

of two lads, and were gone on foot to Of-

wego. The fervants, very imprudently,

made a large fire •, which, in all probabili-

ty, was the means of their being difcover-

cd by the enemy, who were fuppos'd to

be the Indians, lately gone from the One-

ida fifhing place; it appear'd that they

had been in extream haile, as they never

ftripped the people, nor took away any of

the ftores. From hence, we foon pro-

ceeded to Ofwego Falls, where we arrived

about four o'clock. The diflance of this

days march, is eflimated twenty fix

miles.
