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the 7th day of Odober, 1763, received

invitation and encouragement from the Crown

to quit their native countries, and fettle and

become eftabliflied to refide in the new-

acquired province of Canada.

That the faid Proclamation held forth and

afiured your Petitioners, that a Government

and Conflitution fhould be made and con-

firmed to your Petitioners, and the fubjedts

of the Crown refidlng in the province of

Quebeck, fimilar to thofe in his Majefty's

..j.^^ ..-J. t ^j- ^ ^provinces in America.

Your Petitioners, relying on the Prero-

gative of the Crov^n to hold foith fuch en-

couragement, and to grant and confirm fuch

a government in this province as the Pro-

clamation of his Majefly promifed to your

Petitioners, and, confiding in the faith of

the Crown pledged by the faid Proclamation,

did not hentate to confider and reft fatisfied

that the Conflitution^ afluiied to your Petiti-

oners and the people of Canada would be

eiftabliihed. Under thofe confiderations they.

from time to time, fince iffuipg the faid
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
