GROVER AGAINST GRAB.

The Ex-Preuldent Does Not Favor 
the ExpanSlon Policy.

Princeton, N.J., Dec. 7.—Former Presi­
dent Grover Cleveland was Interviewed to­
day on the new policy of the United States,
