G. W. V. A, Executive Committes To
Submit Gratuity and Pension Claims.

The executive committee
W. V. A. will present
passed by the Dominion
the premier and cabinet today. The
Government will be forced to glive a
decision on the gratuity question.

The gratuity resolution calls for a
sum of $1 per day for every day served
in the army by a man who had been
in France. The minimum amount to
be pald to any man regardless of his
length of service is to be $1,000, and the
maximum amount $2,500. In the case of
a soldier being killed his dependents are
to get the amount that would be owing
to him.

The pensions resolution states that
the lowest pension to be paid will be
that of $1 for one per cent disability. A
fuli disability pensions is to he paid to
all men in the hospita]l and sanator-
fums suffering from tuberculosis, and
18 to be paid for a perfod of two vears
after they are dixcharged from the hos-
pital or sanatorpum, :

The men whe lose time coming up for
yension boards are to receive compen-
sation for all time lost in that manner.

The pension for a widow with a child
s to be raised to the amount of $100 per
month, and that of a widow or depend-
ent without children is to be 375 per
month regardless of their income.

Isn't that a crime,
an absolute outrage to our sense of
beauty?

Optimistic.

“1 am optimistic, however, There is
now setting in, a strong impulse to ar-
tistic expression, We have all noticed
the tremendous patronage the moving
pictures are ecnjoyving at the present
time. In spite of the fact that they
are decried, I maintain that this is un!
evidence of artistic impulse on the part
of the average person, a desire to get
away from the material things of life.

“The movies are a low form of art, T
will admit, but after all there are some
things about them which are really ar-
tistic. The settings are often beautiful
and the people are fine types of physical
beauty.

“l see another hopefu! indication in
the fact that there never was a time
when so many children were taking les-
sons in music, dancing and art simply
because their parents feel they want to
express themselves artistically. They
feel it is too late for them, and want
to do it through their children.

“*Another hopeful sign is seen in the
structural design of many of our fac-
tories. The Ford building, the new Hole-
proof Hosiery building and the McCor-

mick Manufacturing Company’'s plant
are all examples of artistic structural |
desizn. Our houses, too, are improving, |
and are no longer of steroetyped design.

‘“‘Perhaps the biggest effort toward
the artistic ideal, however, is the at-
tempt to commence town planning here.
