ters. Leaving them unsealed for sub-
mission later to the censor, he car-
ried them with him into. action. He
never returned. He has a soldier’s
grave out somewhere behind- the
German front line, .

A few days after he was reported
missing, it was decided to .extend one
of our posts in that area, two hun-
dred yards along the trench in which

e enemy’s posts were located. This

ngerous task 'was given to two
young officers of an Ontario battalion
and 28 men. This little party found
the enemy trench. strongly held, but,
in daylight, without any artillery
help, they tackled a greatly superior
force and bombed their way down the
french for a greater - distance than
the two hundred yards required. In
the course of the action and of sev-
eral counter-attacks, both officers
were wounded, while one of their
men was killed and six others were
wounded.

Two Letters Found.

The enemy sustained casualties re-
markably high, even in, bomking war-
fare. The official record shows that
the bodies of 80 dead Germans ‘were
removed from that part of the trench
retained by us, while many others
were seen in a portion of the trench
bombed, but not occupied. In the
captured trench were found also se-
verely wounded Germans, an officer
and two men. When the officer’s
clothing was searched. as is the cus-

[TALIANS EXTEND GAINS

"IN BRESTOVIZZA VALLEY

Fighting Diminishes in Intensity on Julian Front—
Austrian Counter-Attacks Repulsed---Ger-
‘man Troops Arrive at Isonzo Lines.

Rome, Sept. 2. — Italian troops yes-
terday extended the pusitions they oc~
cupied on Thursday, and Friday last
in the Brestovizza valley and on the
Carso, the war office announced to-
day. . Additional prisoners and much
war material, including nine machine
guns and five trench ' mortars, were
captured. Austrian counter-attacks at
various points were repulsed.

In the - Stelvio region detachments
of Alpini reoccupied the advanced
post that was abandoned on August
27, at an, altitude of 8500 -metres, and
captured the entire Austrian garrison
there.

The text of the statement reads:

“On the Julian front yesterday the
fighting was not very intense., Coun-
ter-attacks were Trepulsed on the
southern edge of the Bainsizza pla-
tean, on the northern slopes of Monte

San Gabriele. northwest of Tivoli and
