SIR SAM'S PROWESS

¥ we may judge from a despatch sent
out from Ottawa, with a report of a
speech made by Sir Sam Hughes at
Merivale, our minister of war does not
altogether spprove of trying to get re-
cruits by Golding public .meetings and
making speeches, So far as we can
judge it would only be necessarv for him
to go over the country reciting The Sol-
dier’s Return by Robert Burns, and that
million recruits of which he has boast-
ed wotld soon be in France. It may be
that an attempt on the part of Sir Sam
to secits a poem would fll his hearers
with a yearning desire to get as far
away as possible. Not having heard Sir
Sam recite, it would be presumptuous to
express an opinion.
