(Special to The Times.)

Ottawa, Sept. 25—Sir Sam Hughes will
have to go further than parliamentary
and government records to get evidence
to substantiate his allegations of a wide-
spread conspiracy against the Foss Rifle.

The return laid on the table of the
House yesterday gives the official reports
of the tésts made before a number of
Canadian officers by Lieut. Colonel Pris-
mall at Hythe on April 8, 1916. The
tjrst test between the Ross rifle and the
S. M. Lee Enfield consisted of a number
()f. men firing as many . rounds in one
minute as they could. This showed that
using D. A. ammunition, 1915, both rifles
¢ earked well; the extraction was good
«nd the bolts worked smoothly. A ser-
ies of shots with defective ammunition,
B 14, was fired with the result that
grealer trouble was experienced in ex-
traction with the Lee Enfield.than with
t!ue Ross rifle. With the first ammuni-
tion mentioned the ayerage rounds fired
per man per minute was 222 for the
Ross rifle, 19.5 for the Lee Enfield, the
percentage of hits being about the same.
In a seven minute test between two fir-
ers, one using the Ross rifle and the
other the Lee Enfield, and both attempt-
ing to shoot as much as they could in
the 'time, 169 rounds were A discharged
from the Ross rifle as compared to 129
from the Lee Enfield.

Rome, Sept. 25—Cabinet ministers do
not conceal the enormous gravity of the
situation and the serious difficuity, not
to say the impossibility, of finding a sat-
isfactory solution to the Fiume problem.
They do not want to use force against
Captain D’Annunzio, wishing to avoid
fratricidal conflicts, and’ it is, said that
this hesitation may be partially due to
the fact that, troops ordered against the
poet’s forces might refuse to obey orders.

Italian government should acéept - such
conditions, Italy would have against her
not only her allies but her erstwhile ene-
mies, headed by Jugo-Slavia, which, per-
haps, would already have acted but for
internal trouble and the lack of a re-
sponsible government in power. The
Italian government was the first to
recognize the impossibility of getting the
Allies to acknowledge as an accomplish-
ed fact the occupations of Fiume, for if
they admitted of this view there would
be “accomplished facts” everywhere.
The advisability of the cabinet resign-
ing has been considered, but the idea
as been abandoned, since a ministerial
crisis would not help to solve the prob-
lem, nor is there a man available with
greater authority or more energy than
Premier Nitti, who is ly consider-
ed the strgngest statesman possessed by
Italy. He has considerable opposition,
however, which is fomented by national-
ists and supporters of Baron Sonnino,
former minister of foreign affairs. Be-
sides, the present chamber of deputies
may be said to be almost considered il-
legal and hardly representing the will of
the people, since its term expired dur-
ing the war, being prolonged to avoid
general elections during the conflict. It
is pointed out that this naturally weak-
ens the significance of support given the

stable policy.

Washington, Sept. 25—Investigation of

the nation-wide steel strike by the sen-|

ate labor committee which begins today
was called to determine “if the situation
in any way can be relieved by federal
action.”

John Fitapatrick, chairman of the
strikers’ organization, has assured the
committee he would present labor’s side
of the controversy and he was summon-
ed as the first witness. :

Judge E. H. Gary, chairman of the
United States Steel Corporation, was
summoned to present the other side of
the controversy, but will be unable to
appear until next week. lde will be
asked to make a detailed statement and
then submit to cross-examination.

Failure of negotiations to avert the
strike, committee men :aid, also would
be investigated and why it was not post-
poned at President Wilson's request, and
why Judge Gary refused to deal with the
union organizers, Senator Kenyon,cl-air-
man of the committee, believes the in-
vestigation will serve to enlighten the
public on the underlying causes of the
strike and in that way affect its pro-
gress.

Pittsburg, Sept. 24—The fight of the
striking steel workers in the Pittsburz
district for the right of free speech and
free assemblage will be carried to the
United States senate, John Fitgpatrick
of Chicago, chairman of the national
committee for organizing iron and steel
workers, announced here tonight at the
close of the committee meeting. He said
he would leave at once for Washington
to present the strikers’ appeal to the sen-
ate committee investigating the strike

Mr. Fitzpatrick declared that the situ-
ation was critical in this district be-
cause of brutal assaults by the state po-
lice on strikers. He charged that they
had clubbed and run down women and
children with their horses at Clairton,
Homestead and McKeesport.

pied the entire afternoon debate in the
Chamber of Deputies.

A vote in the United States Senate,
postponing consideration of one of the
amendments, is regarded here as signi-
ficant and caused surprise in the French
Chamber. Louis Barthou nepeatedly
asked the government for explanation.

Andre Tardieu and M. Pichon, the
foreign minister, replied, but the Cham-
ber was not satisfied. Premier Clemen-
ceau then declared that even in the event
of the United States Senate not voting
for the League of Nations covenant, the
Leagne could exist. The treaties con-
stituting a protective alliance between
France, Great Britain and the United
States, he added, wdere not dependent
upon the League. They would come into
force and France would be protected.

During the course of M. Tardieu’s
speech M. Barthou interrupted and de-
manded an immediate reply. He asked
in what situation France would be plac-
ed in should the United States not rati-
fy.
