Vehicular Tube Engineers 
Believe Invention Will 
Retolutionize Underwater 
Foundation Work — Cuts 
Silt Below Surface.

(New York Tribune)
Clifford M. Holland, chief engineer 

of the New York and New Jersey 
Vehicular .Tunnel, announced yesterday 
that the enginees* driving tie.200-foot 
24-inch hollow steel piles through the 
river myd to bedrock have achieved a 
nt table triumph by the use of a new 
method.

On the New Jersey side bedrock is 
260 feet below the surface of the river. 
In order to have foundations for a 
double Ventilator shaft on the New Jer­
sey side it has been necessary to build 
them under water. At first the en­
gineers intended to hammer sections of 
24-inch hollow steel tubing through to 
bedrock with piledrivers. 
meant possible disaster bÿ smashing 
the screw threads where the 20-foot 
sections were joined end to end, the en­
gineers decided to adopt a new scheme, 
which has worked successfully.

Three 20-foot sections screwed to­
gether into a single length are dropped 
down into the sût on the river bottom 
and allowed to go as far as they will 
by their own weight. Then, instead ot 
hammering, the engineers have devised 
a bid, or supdder, 22y, inches wide by 
5 feet in length, with a cutting end, at­
tached to a jointed drill bar. This 
spud Is revolved in the mud by steam 
power from the top and its revolutions 
make the mud at the lower end the 
constituency of soup, which is pumped 
to the top of the hollow pile and runs 
off. As fast as the packed silt or clay 
is made soluble the hollow pile drops 
of its own weight As the hollow pipe 
goes deeper the drill shaft Is lengthen­
ed by adding sections, the same as the 
hollow pile Is added to, and the 
“soupmaking” goes on as before. Thus 
far the new method has worked like a 
charm, Mr. Holland said.

The silt at depth is hard day, but 
this, too, gives way to tlie action oi 
the big spud. By this method there is 
no strain from Jiammering on the sec­
tion ends of the piles.

The new plan doubtless wiH revolu­
tionize present methods of driving large 
piles to unusual depths, the engineer de­
clared. The contrivance, while capably 
of cutting its way into rock has not 
been called upon so far to do more than 
counter-sink itself into the bed rock, 
after which the piles are pumped out 
and then filled solid with concrete. An 
under-water cutting device, working 
from the inside, makes a dean cut of 
the hollow piles at a desired depth, 
after which the piles are capped, all in 
rows, forming the foundation for the 
ventilator shaft caissons through which 
the thirty-foot vehicular tunnels will be 
driven.

Stern said he was agent for the Great 
Western Wine Company, a Canadian 
firm, and that he frequently handled 
large shipments for the company from 
Bermuda. He denied that the Marion 
Mosher, one of the company’s ships, 
had joined the rum fleet off Sandy 
Hook instead of proceeding to St. John. 
He also denied that he had boasted in 
Bermuda of having made $1,003,000 
out of Londfin whiskey sold In the 
United States.
