ADIAN P‘%EI'}"IC RAIL-

For some considerable time, Can-
adian Pacific officials have been study-
ing plans to take care of their subur-
ben trafic in such a manner that the
acme of standard service can be ac-
‘complished, Last year the service was
very efficient, but the idea is to make
