SCOTLAND SHAKEN

BY THE PROPOSAL 10
PROMIBIT LIQUOR

Campaign Is On, and With
Both Sides Well Organized,
the Country Is Reverberat-
ing.

Glasgow, Jutie 4—Scotland is rever-
berating wii. the preliminary rumblings
of a prohibition campaign. The temper-
ance (Scotland) act which the British
parliamefit passed in 1918 and later sus-
pended for the duration of the war, be-
came operative on June 1. Under its
governing clause 110 per cent of the
voters in any voting era may demand a
vote next November on three points:

No liquor licenses.

A reduction of the present number
of liquor licenses by 25 per cent.

No change.

The vote to be legal, must be parti-
cipated in by at least 35 per cent of the
voters in the'area. A bare majority
of ‘that 35 per cent can restrict the pres-
ent number of licenses. Fifty-five per
cent:-can abolish all licenses in their area.
The results take effect next year.

Distilleries Safe for Now.

The temperance act divided Scotland
into 1,800 voting areas and already it
is certain that in at least 600 of the 1,300,
the local option vote authorized by the
act, will be demanded. The result is
that the home of the world-wide insti-
tution of Scotch-and-soda is confronted
by the sacrilege of a prohibition cam-
paign. Scots wha’ hae in Glasgow
dwelt not be surprised to see the stars
fall out of the heavens and Bobbie Burns
rise up in his grave-clothes. As for
Englishmen and eother pagans who live
south of the Tweed, they will never be
able to go to St. Andrew’s for their golf
again—never, never, never.

Indications are, however, that the pro-
fane hands of prohibition are not to be
laid on Scotch-and-soda throughout ‘the
rest of the world. . From China to Peru,
you may still repair to your hotel smoke-
room after dinner for a “wheesky avec
soda” for the temperance (Scotland) act
refers only to retail liquor licenses. For
the time being, Scotland’s distillers are
safe. But if the plans of the Nalional
Citizens’ Couneil of Scotland go through,
Scotland’s distilleries will tun for ex-
port only.

Women’s Vote to Play Large Part.

the coalition government and the Lib-
eral party—respectively the' “ins” and
the “outs”—have flirted warily with the
women’s vote. And it is the universal
expectation that the women of Scotland
will return the answer to the prohibi-
tion question in Scotland. TIf Scotland
goes dty in any appreciable dcgree,
Lloyd George and Asquith may Dbe de-
pended upon to jump for the prohibitien
wagon in an effort to collar the women's
vote in the next general election.

Both Sides Well Organized.

Thus far, the “Wee Free” branch of
the Liberal party is the only straight
political party to ally itself with the
prohibition propaganda in Scotland. If
prohibition takes hold in Scotland, the
Liberals will find themselves in a posi-
tion of increased tactical strength—but
a position whieh will compel them to
stand by their prohibition guns in the
now developihg prohibition fight in Eng-
land. If Scotland votes itself dry over
any cowsiderable area, the liquor trade
in England will be shaken to its very
foundations, if it is not overwhelming-
ly defeated.
