Hon. Samnuel Leonard Tilley, C. B.,
Lieutenant-Governor of the Provinee of
New Brunswick, was born at
Queen’s Co., in 1818, and is now in his
6O0th year. Heo came to St. John in_ 1890
whero he was many years actively eng
ed in business. He was first alocted a
member of the Provincial Legislature for
the City of St, John, in 1850, was Pro-
vincial Secretary in -the @Goverpment
formed in November, 1864, and econtinu-
ed to hold that position, with two inter-
missions of one year each, until the Union
in 1867. The duties of Provincial Secre-
tary in New Brunswick, include the man-
agement of finances, He was the leader
of the Government from 1861 until the
defeat on the Confederation question in
DU
In 1867 he entered the Dominion Gov-
ernment as Minister of Custows; in Jan-
yary, 1873, he was appointed Minister of
Finance on the retivement of Sir- Francis

| Hincks, until he resigned, Nov. bth, of

same your, - On the 6th Nov. he was ap-
pointed  Licutenant-Governor of New
Brunswick. Between 1854 and 1873 he
was, for 17 yoars, the adviser of Her
Majesty, vither as « member of the Do-
There is
minion,

but one public wan in the
whose executive record extends over. se
long a period, and that wan is Sir John
A, :‘djmlulmhl.

He wiw dofeated at the general election
i 18006 an the question of Prohibition,
but was roturned at the election the year
following by « very large majority, “and
during his abscrice, the people forced him
again into public life, against his own
wishes and repeated objections to continue
in Parliament.

He was dofeated again at the first Con-
federation election in 1865 but returned
the year follawing by a majority of over
seven hundred.

Most of the liberal and progressive
measures passed by the New Brunswick
Legislature previous to Confederation,
were submitied by the Government of
,wlli-:h Mr. Tillley was the leader or mem-
her,

He took u leading part in securing the
ance of Confederation at the polls, .
by the people of New Brunswick. He
spent the greater part of the year after
its defeat in Now Brunswick, in discuss-
ing the subject with the electors, and pre-
paring them for the contests, thst resulted
m its pt by an overwhelmi
majority. Ho naturally feels a deep
torest still in the success of the Union,
and no doubt watches with an interest the
progress of superstructure, in the founda-
tion and framework of which his hand
had 80 prominent a part.

The people of his uatiye Province,
where he is known best, are ified that
their favourite son, *‘whom they all
delight to honour,” oceupies the highest
seat, and would gladly {u,vo him retain
that well-cwned position during the re-
wainder of his life, while, on the other
hand, they feol that he ought to bo again
ifi the govorning councils of the Domin-
ion which he did so much to cstablish,
and for which he sacrificed position and
place - going to the country on this ques-
tion whei. ho knew that defeat awaited
hiny, but with that sterling honesty of
pirpose, and adherence to liberal prinei-
ples, which ever distinguished him, he
suid, “* T must be true, first to the people,
and to my political ‘principles as a fi)»
cral 3 the people, and not the Govern-
ment, must decido  this questicn, and:
